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With the opening of its swimming pools and beaches last Wednesday, the
Park Department is expecting extensive use of 1ts recreationasl facillties during the
coming summer months by millions of New Yorkers who will again spend theiw vacations
in town. Spending a vacation at home is a contribution to victory in that i1t elimi-
netes unessential travel and frees space for the transportation of the necessities
of war, New York's recreational resources'are boundlsss, and practically all facili-
ties in the city parks are within easy reach of subway, bus, and trolley limnes.

Swimming pools and beaches rate high in the favor of stay-at-home
vacationers, Last summer 1,951,000 chiidren and adults swam in the Park Departmenti:
seventeen outdoor pools, and eighty million more enjoyed the six municipal beach=s.
The pools, modern in design and sanitation, are located throughout the five boroughs
in Manhattan they are Hamilton Fish Pool, Colonial Pool, Highbridge Pocl, Thomas
Tefferson Pool, 23 Street Pool, Carmine Street Pool, 60 Street Pool, and John Jar
Pool; in Brooklyn, Sunset, McCarren, Betsy Head and Red Hook Pools; in the Pronx.
Crotona Pool; in Queens, Astoria Pool and Flushing Meadow Park Amphithestre Poolj in
Richmond, Taber and Tompkinsville Pools, Children under 14 years of age are admib-
ted free of charge from 10:00 A.M. to 12:30 P.M. on weekdays and Saturdays. At
other times there is a fee of nine .cents for children under 12 years of age, and a
charge of twenty-six cents for older c¢hildren and adults.

There are ten golf courses in the parks. All of these are 18 hole,
and are situated in Brooklyn at Dpker Beach; in the Bronx at Mosholu, Pelham, Split
Rock, and VenCortlandt; in Queens at Clearview, Forest Park, and Kissena; in Ricn-
mond at Silver Lake and LaTourette. A season permit costs five dollars. A daily
playing fee of seventy-five cents is charged from Monday to Friday; on Saturdays.
Sundays, and.holidays the fee is one dollar., ITast year over 445,000 rounds wers

played on the municipal courses.

Vacationers who ars looking for quiet places amid natural surround-
ings will find many beauty spots in the parks, with boating and picnicking facili-
ties, Many of these locations are equipped with fireplaces for preparing picnie
meals, Sceme of the larger areas with such accomodationg are Alley Pond and Cun-
ningham Parks in:Queens; Plum Beach on the Belt Parkway in Brooklyn; Pelham Bay
Park in the Bronx; Riverside Park st 180 Street in Manhattan; and LaTourette Park
in Riebmond.

154 baseball dismonds and £93 softball diamonds are ready and waiting
for the ball playing publie, which last year amounted to 3,000,000. For those
who enjoy changing seenery with their recreation, thers are 29 bieycle paths and
70 miles of bridls paths in the parks.

Tn addition to thsse and other type areas dssigned for speclallzed
use, the Park DepaTtment operates 492 playgrounds with facilities for taking care
of recreational needs from infency to old age. Facllitles range all the way from
kindergarten swings for tiny tots to tree shaded checker tables popular with old-
timers., Some of the items included in the play arsas designed for teen age boys
and girls are 1,064 handball courts, 398 baskefball gourts, 443 horseshce pltching
courts, and 189 volleyball courts. |

For the very youngesst vacationers, there are small children's play
areas, equipped with 7,000 large and small swings, 900 slides, and 1,800 sse-saws.
The youngsters also have sand pits, roller skating arsas, and 192 wading pools at
thelr disposal.

JOINT STATEMENT BY THE INTRODUCERS OF CONSTITUTIONAL
AMENDMENT AFFECTING THE STATE FOREST PRESERVE.

Our greatest natural resource available for public recreation
is the Forest Preserve, The State has 2,172,000 acres in the
Adirondacks and 232,000 in thé Catskills, with as fine mountain,
forest and lake country as there is anywhere in the United States,
Our State Constitution does not permit the use of this ilmmense acre-
age for recreatlion excepting under the most rigid restrictions, The
Constitution declares that the Forest Preserve shall be "forever wild
forest land" and forbids even the most elementary improvements to
make these lands accessible and usable by campers, sportsmen and
vacationists generally,

This constitutional declaration was made because of public
ineistence half a century ago that the Forest Preserve should no
longer be exploited by private waterpower, lumber and other com-
mercial interests, Public sentiment on this subject is just as
insistent today. It is prompted by a sound instinct to keep intact
and unspoiled for the people what they have inherited., On the other
‘hand, there is no reason why the Forest Preserve should be locked up
against 1imited and controlled recreational use by the people them-
seives. It should not be necessary to amend the Constitution every
time the Btate wants to provide the camping, trails and recreation
and access facilities such as are furnished in the largest State
and national parks,

A very involved and controversial amendment, going.much
further than was nécessary or desirable, was submitted to the pecpie
in the fall of 1932, and was defeated., The defeat of this amendment
was due in a large measure to its length, obaéurity, and broad terms,
We believe that today the people of the State will welcome a less
drastic change, We cannot afford to restrict the use of the forest
preserve to extremisis who insist on keeping 1t a complete wilderness

accessible and available only to those who have the experience, ﬁ////f“\

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and facilities required by the average vacationist and his family.
Hundreds of thousands of such vacatiﬁnists are today deprived of
the perfectly innocent use of the forest preserve for camping vaca-
tions, hiking an& other outdoor enjoyment because they cannot sleep
out in the open or in lean-tosg, and cannot live in comnletely wild
forest land,

There 1s every evidence of enormously increased recreationél
cemands after the war, We.are sure that there are many returning
servicemen who have been leading active outdoor lives, including
Shose suffering from dilsabilities traceable %o the war, all of whom
shouid be given preference in the use of the pronosed camping and
recreatlon,

If this amendment is passed at the present session of the
1égislature, it can be fully discussed by the people between now and
1947 which is the earliest date at which it can recelve ite second
passage, We can, if necessary, even change the amendment in 19486,
and s8till pass 1t in 1947,

A draft of the proposed Constitutional Amendment follows:

CONCURRENT RESOLUTION OF THE SENATE AND ASSEMBLY
Proposing an amendment to section one of article fourtéen of the
Constitution, in relation to the use of the forest preserve
for recreation,
Section 1, Resolved (if the Senate concur), That section one of
article fourfteen of the constitution be amended to read és follows:

1. The lands of the State, now owned or hereafter acquired,
constituting the forest vreserve as now fixed by law, shall be
forever kept as wild forest lands. -They shall not be leased, sold
or exchanged, or be taken by any corporation, public, or private,
nor shall the timber be sold, removed or destroyed, Nothling herein
contained shall prevent the state from constructing, completing and
maintaining any highway heretofore svecifically authorized by con-
stitutional amendment, nor from consgtructing and maintaining not
more than twenty miles of ski trails thirty to eighty feet wide on

the north, east and northwest slopes of Whiteface Mountain in

Esgex County, Nor shall anything contained in this section_be

congtrued te prevent any measures necegsgsary to protect the forest

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preserve acainst fire, nor to prohibit the state from making and

maintaining paths, trails, campsites and camping facilities degipgned

STATEMENT BY ROBERT MOSES ON CONSTRUCTION COST

In a recent statement Commissioner Robert Moses said:

“There is altogether too much loose talk about prohibitive construction prices and bids. Prices
and wages have risen. Contractors in many cases are not bidding, or have offered estimates which are
so high that prospective builders, public, semi-public and privaté, have been driven into hiding. Oﬁ
the other hand, I have personally received bids for work not only in heavy construction, but involving
buildings, which have been reasonable and fair in the light of present conditions, and some which have
been fairly close to 1939-1940 figures. Often such bids are obtained as the result of 2 conference with

labor leaders, material men, and contractors in advance of advertising.

“Only the seventh son of a seventh son knows just what the situation will be three months from
now, bearing in mind that nothing much happens at least in the northerly climate in mid-winter, and
that by early spring those who have been hibernating and living on their fat will come out into the sun-
light looking pretty thin and hungry and ready to do a whole lot of things which they spurned only a

few months before.

“In the meantime no good purpose is served by belly-aching, spreading rumors and gloqﬁay prophe-
sies, and driving out of the construction market those who have plans and money to spend, those who
make materials, the workmen on and back of the jobs, and the contractors who have to take the risks.
If the gossips and loose-talkers will get ready for a big early spring construction program at reasonable
prices, such a program will be almost cerrainly realized. This is a pretty resilient country and we will
be back at work before long.” '

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Two million chrysanthemum blooms massed in colorful and vivid
display throughout the city are now flowering in New York City's Third Annual
Outdoor Chrysenthemum Display, the Department of Parks announced today, These
flowers are now on view in five park areas in ﬁsw York City: The Central Park
Conservatory Gardens at Fifth Avenue and 105th Street; The Plaza at Fifth
Avenue and 59th Street; Bryant Park at Sixth Avenue and 42nd Street; Riverside
Park at Riverside Drive and 106th Street; Bowling Green Park; and Cadman Plaza
ir Brookiyn.

These permanent plantings are the gift of Mre., Albert D, lasker,
of NHew Tork City, to the Department of Parks in memory of her Mother, and are
known as the Sara J. Woodard Memoriszl Chrysanthemum Plantings. MHrs. Wood 1,
who died in New York City on Jamuary 8, 1940, was one of the founders of two
public parks in Watertown, Wisconsin, and a member of the Park Association of
New York City, Inc.

Thousands of visitors to the parks, as well as the people in
the surrounding office buildings, hosPitals and apartment houses, have enjoyed
this dramatic and uniéue outdoor flower show for the past two years. Planted
solidly in bedé, some of them over 250 feet long, the flowers range in color
from white through pale yellow to blue to pink to brilliant red, and the
plants range in size from the suall dwarf varieties ﬁo planteé more than three
feet high and three feet in spread, Bursting into bloom in spite of early
frosts and at the.season of the year vhen other flowers are withered and gone,
New York City's Annual Outdoor Chrysanthemua Display is the largest and most
spectacular outdoor mass planting of these chrysanthemues in the country.

Inspired by the beauty and success of the New York City
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plantings, Mrs, lLasker has distributed since February 19Ul over three million
soeds from these chrysanthemums for use as War Memorial Planting in more than
one hundred communities all over the country. Buccesaful plantings are already
established by the Park Departments of New Orleans and Hiagara Falle and at
Radeliffe College, Duke University and many other communities., In March 19”5,
Yirs, Lasker sent out.seeds in answer to requests from Y4 Veterans' Hospitals,
35 City Park Departments, 76 Colleges and Universities, 6 Housing Authorities
and 15 Garden Clubs, It only requires one half teaspoon of seed to plant an
acre of chrysanthemums, so it is anticipated that large-scale plantings will
bloom thig Fall for the first time in many other communities,

Of special interest among the requests for seed received by
Mrs, Lasker 1s the one from Mr. W, D. Granf. Supervisor of Parks in General
Douglas MacArthur!s home town of Little Rock, Arkansas, who wighed to start a
planting in honor of the General. His request for such was granted,

All the plants in New York City's display are soedings and cut-
tings from the "Chicago" strain of winicr-hardy chrysanthemums developed by
Dr, E, J, Kraus, Chairman of the Botany Departuent of the University of
Chicago. Dr, Krsus, stimulated by the desire to create a flower that could be
used by the amateur gardener to extend the blooming period of a garden by as
much as six weeks, began his experiments in 193”'. He wanted to develop é
chrysanthemum whose flowers would withstand severs frosts, and whose plants
would survive sub-zero températures,

Each year thogsands of seedlings were grown and out of these
fifty to one hnndfed outstan&ing plants were selected for further testing.

In the Fall of 1941 twelve varieties were celected and made available to the

public through nurserymen and commercial goowers, In the Spring of 1942, Mrs.
o

Lasker gave the seods and the funds to establish the original plantines ot

the Conservatory Gardens and at Bryant Park to the New York City Park
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Department, The additional plantings woro made in the succeeding years.

The Park Department has found this chrydanthemm dﬁring the
paat three years, one of the few flowers that will besr up under heavy frgst,
and the only plant having a wide range of color that is suitable in this sec-
tion of the country for mase planting. It ie hoped that each year additional
communitics will toake up the idea of making thess plants as a simple, living
and beautiful {tribute to the heros of the war, Anyone interested in doing so

The booklet 1s a precise, oondensed, accurate report of expension,
rehabilitation and improved public service financed wlith ¢l%y, state, and felsral
funds through contrihutiﬁns from the Triborough Bridge Autooriiy ard other agencies,
institutions, and indiwiduals,

After years of neglect and indifferenee to the :ity's recrestion needs,
the program.of park and parkwey imprcvemsnts begen with the firast LaGuardis admin-
istration in 1934 when special legislmtion consolidated the then five separate
borough park departments and made 1t possible for the head of the state park systen
to act as eity psrk commissioner as well as to hold additional unpald city positions;
In thls way coordinatien of ¢ity and state parks, parkweys and arterial and related
developments herstofore impossible was brbught about,

At first the depression of the early thirpies stimulated the program;
thefi the war interrupted i%. New facllitles have been erected 1n every part of the
city, and New York City today heads American citiés in munieipal recreation.

Becausse of reduged budgets and insufficient personnel, material, and
squipment, and other war restrictions, it has been impossible to maintain an accepi-
able standard of public service during the 1.3t three war Yeafé. This lowering of
standards of uﬁkeep and shortage of manpower have encouraged vandalism and disve-
gard for publie property. An adequate builget end a program of emergeney repairs

and rehebilitalion ere needed immedlately, We slso nsed meny more policemen.

The Park Department is still engaged in the removal of trses
destroyed in the hurricame of September, 1944, At that time 24,400 trees were
destroyed and 17,220 trees were damaged along the city streets and in the parks .
Although a part of the wo;k was done by contract, the major portion_waé carried
out by departmental forces with assistance frqy other city .departments.
Over a perlod of months, several appropriations, totaling
_ $564,236.68, were made by the Board of Estimste to remove the destroysd treeé and
to stralghten =nd brace those which were damaged but worth salvaging., Seven thou-
sand seven hundred and twenty trees wers straightensd under contracts let by the
Park Department. The balance of 9,500 salvageable trees were straightened and
braced with Park forces and equipment. This salvage work required 280,000_Board
feet of lumber, 26,000 ounds of wire, end 9,000 pounds of undercursd garden hose,
at a total cost for materisls of $24,000, |
Under sdditionel. contracts, 12,318 trees were removed from the
city streets. Upon completion of contract work, thers were still thousands of
trees left to be removed. The street tree work was completed by the Park Depart-
. ment with the assistance of men end equipment assigned from the maintenance depart-
ments of the various Borough Presidents and from the Department éf Sanitation. The
removal of destroyed trees in parks throughout the city was left to the Park Departi-~
ment which, with the help of rented compressofs, eranes and trucks, has besn gradu-
ally‘clearing up the fallen treecs and debris over the past four months. There stili
.remain todey in the parks 150 trees to be cut up and removed and 3,150 stumps to be
-removed, This work will be completed by Dscember 1; 1945,

Over 64,000,000 people used New York City's six municipal besaches dnring:
the sumher. An additionsl million enjoyed the Park Department's seventeen outdoor
swimming pools; this includes 198,138 youngsters who were admitted free of charge
during the mprning perlod reserved for éhildren. In the annual Learn to Swim Campalign
conducted at all pools, 4,800 youngsters were taught to swim., Three series of swim—
ming meets were conducted during July end August: six Journal-American sponsored
meets for girls, six New York Mirror sponsored meets for boys, and twenty meeis for
boys, girls, men snd women sponsored by the New York Community Trust. Junior and
Senior Metropolitan A.A.U, Cruwpionship events and special events for service men
were conducted in conjunction with these three swimming tournaments, Three thousand
youngsters took part in the meets, many swimming in competition for the first time,

339,000 rounds of'gplf were playsd on the ten municipal golf courses
during the season. ILocal and City-wide tournaments were conducted for men, woman,aﬁd

(.. jpnior boys, and prizes were donated by the Park Assoclation of New York City. A
¢c1ty-wide tennis tournament in which 1,300 players entered, was held on Park courts
throughout the five boroughs.

. 14,500 childreg participated in the Annuval Summer Sports Tournament, ﬁ
special proéram of sgports activities for girls and boys under 18 years of age, spoh—
sored by the New York COmmunify Trust, This tournament included handball, horseshoe
pltching, swimmiﬁg; paddls tennis,shuffleboard, table tennis, checkers, jacks, and
model yachting., Individual contests were conducted in each of these activit%fs.

' starting with elimination mstches in 492 neighborhood playgrounds, then proceeding

Among the most popular summer aqtivities designed for youngstera were the
marionette and magic shows, 102 ﬁagic shows and 110 marionette shows played %o
young audiences in playgrounds sll over the city durlng the summer. Both travelling
shows will be meking fall sppearsnees soon,

Another popular childrent's sctivity was the annuel dance festivel held
in eaeh otffhe five boroughs, Two thousend girls were taught folk,; bellet, and
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‘character dsneing by 'ground directors in local plas'unds. and helped %o make

their own costumes for the affairs. 30,000 parents and friends enjoyed thase‘demony
st rations by the youngsters. |

" In addition to these special features, the daily recreation program con-
sisting of arts, crafts, drams, dencing, sports, story telling, singing and group
gemes, was cerried on in the playgrounds by & staff of 650 playground directors who
organized, supervised, and promoted these activities, The play program included
bagketball, volleyball, softbell, handbali, ghuffleboard, paddle tennis, horseshes
pitebing, the uss of swings, see-saws, glides, exercise units, and the ever popular
wading pool. Many New Yorkers slso enjoyed boating.on the lskes, riding on bridle
and bicycle paths, bowiing on the green, playing cricket, fishing, snd nodsl yschting
at special arecas provided for these sports.

The
Goldmsn Bend, marking its twenty-eighth season in the parks, rendered sixty concerts
for approximatsly 500,600 listeners in Central and Prospect Perks. The City Amateur
Symphony Qrchestra, under the leadership of Hon., Leopold Prince, gave six Saturday
night concerté on the Mall, entertaining 36,000, Pour Naumburg Memorial Concerts
were provided with conductors Maleolm Holmes, Emenusl Balaban, Richard Bales, and
Nicolas Rescigno sharing the honors. '-I‘hrough the courtesy of Local 802 of the Amer-
ican Federation of Musiclans, a program of thirty concerts was presented to the
public, attracting a total audience of 90,000.

Last summer's Perk program, with its provision for all ages, tastes, and

recreational preferences is typical of the Park Departmont's never ending eoffort to

provide a program of heslthful activities with universal appeal. . With a summer of
service behind it, the Park Department is looking forwsrd to an integrated program

of fall activities for young and old.

STATENENT BY ROBERT MOSES

An unusual smount of publicity has been given to the elleged
refusal of the Department of Parks to permit disabled vetgrans in wheel-
ohairs to use park boardwaiks. There is no general rule ageinst such use.

The boardwalk signs referred to by certain oritiocs end plaoced
there before the war state thet no vehicles except baby carriages ere per-
mitted. These signs were aimed at bicyoles, veloeipedés snd scooters whioch
are prohibited under Section 45 of the Park Rules and Regulations, except
et times snd looations designeted by the department. They were not simed
at individusl veteraqs or invalids in wheelchairs, end, a8 @ matﬁer of
fact, such wheelcheirs are licensed at Coney Island where a similer sign

is posted. These signs will now be changed end will reed:

PROHIBITED USE
Any vehlole except baby
oarriages and wheelchairs for invelids.

The Hallorsn inoident referred to by the press is in 8 totally
different category. I have gliven a report on this subject to the Msyor,
who released it to the newspepers. An additionel copy is attacheﬁ. In.
This report, it is pointed out that the department hed mede errengements
to permit this group to use the boardwslk, bu: thet impossible last
minute impositions of the volunteer sponsors mede it impqsaibla for us
to comply. You will see that General Devoe, commending Officer et Halloran

Hospital, in his statement %o the pross sald that he felt that our asoctions
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were justified, Please note particularly this sentence in General Devoe's
statement:
"The seoond ohoioe of looation offered a swimming pool with
safety enoclosures, faoilities for ocooking snd serving e
pionio supper, msking it thus a secluded end well-gocommodeted
outing for a helpless group of wounded soldiers.”

We must control large parties end groups, whether composed of
civilians or servicemen, by licenses end permits. I went to emphasize
that we never railsed a question about individual wounded veterens using
the boardwalk. Wo were ssked to permit a group of 26 seriously wounded
men, with s retinue of nearly 100 sttendents, nurses, and dootors, to
hold a pionic on the boardwalk end toc bring in refreshments end food for
e party of this size. This mesnt sdditionel arrangements and preceutions
on our part fﬁr the benefit and protection of the vetersns themselves.

The sponsors did not find these acceptable.

I have elways, as the City and Stete Park head, cooperated
with official representatives of the Armed Foroes in en effort to make
the recreational feoilities of the City avellable to all servicemsn
temporarily on leeve, stationed st one of the many posts within the City
and Metropoliten Region, or confined to one of the conveleseent hospitals.

Some time ago, tho Park Depertment geve Halloren Hospital the
exclusive use of g sacti&n of Willowbrook Park as a picnic grounds end e
place of outdoor recrestion. Speoiel provision has been mede for the con-
valescents at Halloren Hospital so that they may enjoy fishing in the leke
et Willowbrook Park. Two years ago at Coney Island, a seotion of the besch
at the Helf Moon Hotel wes set aside solely for naval oonvalescents and

thelr friends. 8ervicemen are permitted to use our golf ocourses, tennis



courts and the ice snd roller skating rink st Flushing Mssdow Park on
weekdays, and the swimﬁing pools snd bath houses st Orchard Beach and
Jaoob Riis on weekdays end on Sebturdeys end Sundeys, all without charge.
They sres admitted to the Aguascede st ¥lushing Eeadow Park at helf prioce.
Last year, we arrenged with the War Department for en army show in Qontral
Park, not to spesk of serviocemen sctually guertered in our parks on emer-
gency éefense work. Since 1944, a speciel dance has been held weekly et
Heokscher Playground in Central Park for servicemen md women only.. In |
such eotivities as the Barber Shop Quértet Contest and the Hervest Dance
Contest spociel divisions with prizes sre set up for servicemen and women
s0 that they do not compete sgainst oiviliem groups who mey hove been or-
genized for a long periocd of time.

Since the bagiming of the war eéargancy, ell the resoﬁroea
of the City Park Department hevo boen made aveilsble tc the Armed Forces
and to all fedorel egemcies such as the Treasury Department in the war
bond drives. Similar arrsngements heve been made st Jones Beach end in
other state §arks in the Metropolitaﬁ Region,

I will do everything in my power to carry out the request of res-
ponsible officers of the frmed Forces. It is, however, our policy to work
enly with aceredited government officiels. We cannot denl with volunteers
who sposk without authority snd whose acticus sre often repudisted by the
Officers in Charges Thet wes the trouble with the recent Helloren incident.
From now on, as to this hospitel, we shell work with General Devos snd
shall be happy to continue close cooperation with him. If General Devoe

wents the exclusive use of individuel park arees for certein hours, doubt-

loss it can be arrenged.

S8TATEMENT BY COMMISSIONER MOSES '

Certain volunteer workers at Halloran Hospital have
made an ehtirely false gtatement to the press to the effeot
that wounded veterans in wheelchalrs are excluded from City parks=}
and specifically from boardwalks and beaches, There %s no such -
ruling and thousands of veterans are being acoommodatéd in both
City and State parkw including convaleéscents in whéelchairé.

In addition, all sorts of special faciiitles have been made -
available and entertainments have been provided in cooperation
”with the doctors in charge of these and other service men,

. The particular incident which led to this discussion
occurred at Halloran ﬁospital, S8taten Island. A doctor in charge
.of a ward in which there are badly wounded men, still in serious
condition, concelved the idea of taking these men to béaches
together with nurses, doctors and attendants, The first thought
of this doctor and the ﬁarioua volunteer agenclies, including the
Red Cross, was}to take these men to Jones Beach, It was pointed
out that this wag a two and one-half hour trip each #ay,  that the
men would be exhauated and that 1t would be a tough journey even
for people in the best of health,

At thls stage, an appeal was made to me, and Irdirected .
our executives to try in every possible way to work out_something
satisfactory, as an experiment, either at Roosevelt Beach or at -
Wolfts Pond, Staten Island, After a fisld inspection with
representatives of the volunteer groups; we offered a.section
of the Roosevelt boardwalk with adequate access, Ouf information

was that the party was to consist of twenty-six wounded veterans
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and sufficlient nurses, doctors and attendants to raise the total
to one hundred twenty-five people, Not only was a greaf deal

of time and effort given to making this experiment a success,
but I'personally began a study of other means of entertalning
men in thls location especially through boat excursions.

Just before the time came for the experiment, additional
conditiong were imposed and arbitrary demasnds by the Halloran
voluntser group which would have made 1t lmposslible for us suc-
ceeafﬁlly to carry out the plan, It turned out that the ldea
back of the experiment was that these veterans should mingile
.with public crowds in the face of the fact that they are seriously
wounded cases requiring constant attention of a large number of
nurses and doctors, especlally on park tripe of this kind, Under
these circumstaﬁbes, the park officials must find means of pro-
tecting them from curiousity seekers, small children, etq.

The success of an experiment of this sort depends not only

upon knowledge of nursing but of park operation, Under the
condltions, we were forced to nofify the hospital people that

we could not attempt the experiment in the face of the arbltrary
and unworkable orders they insisted upon. .

It ﬁay be noted in passing that precisely the opposite
conclusion as to recreation for serlously wounded men has been
reached by practically all of the other doctors in the armed
services with whom we have had contacts, For example, we have
provided for Navy convalescents at the Half Moon Hotel a
section of beach roped off at the insistence of the Navy doctors

who said it would be impossible to care for these men adequately
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and to preserve order unless they had a beach exclusively for
their use,

General Devoe, the head of Halloran General Hospital,
has dlsclaimed any responsibility for the false publicity given
the press, He says that he has no criticism of the Park Depart-
ment and that he 1s well satisfied with the arrangements finally
mede under which the hospital takes care of this problem at
another location not involving the problems encountered at a
public beagh, He further certifies that the statements cri-
tlcising park policy in this case did not originate from offiqial
sources and do not have his sympathy.

General Devoel!s statement to the Assoclated Press reads
as follows:

"Wnatever restrictions Commicsioner Mcses has out—
lined in the use of the Franklin D, Roosevelt Boardwalk
for the good of the greatest number are considered
Justifiable by this installation, We are certain that
1f we had requested a sgpecial concession for an outing
for patients from Halloran General Hospital on an or-
ganized Red Cross recreatlional trip that complete
cooperation would have been extended, At this time,
however, a substitute was found that povided many more
comforts and facilities to the patients, It was de-
cided, therefore, to change the locale of the outing
to where they would have the best time, The second
choice of location offered a swimming pool with safety
enclosures, rTacilities for cooking and serving a
picnic supper, making it thus a secluded and well
acoommodated outing for a helpless group of wounded
goldiers,”

The City Park Department will continue to 4o everything
humanly possible to provide recreation for veterans{ well or
wounded, but with the immense crowds in the City, shortage of
help, and other problems including travel regulations which

prevent people from leaving town on their normal vacations, the
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needs and demands of all the various groups and ages which make
up the City's populatlion, permanent and transient, must be re—
conciled, No other city has anything like New York's summer
recreatlon problems, No other city has done as much in recent
years to expand 1lts recreatlon system,

Under these conditions, no purpose is served by mali~
clous statements, baseless criticlisms and attempte by irresponsl-
ble busybodles to stir up antagonisms and create frietion, The
eritles have no monopoly of interest in wounded and other service

men, This 1s an enthusiasm shared by every red-blooded American,
