Under a permit from the Park Department, Columbia

University will construct an athletic field, a combination field

house and comfort station and a storage building at an estimated

cost of $200,000. The athletic field will provide facilities for

track and field, two Softball diamonds, three touch football fields

and a soccer field. The permit provides for an athletic program

for intraftiral recreation and other activities by Columbia University

and an organized program of athletic activities for the public.

'Columbia University will, at its own cost and expense,

staff and operate the athletic field and athletic building. The

Department of Parks will maintain the athletic field and athletic

* Vbuilding, also operate the comfort station which is to be part of

the field house building. Mayor Wagner has endorsed this plan.

Construction will start in the Spring of 1956 and the

entire project should' be completed late in 1956. When completed,

these facilities will provide opportunity for active recreation for

the congested Morningside Heights and South Harlem communities.

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The Department of Parks announces that the State Department

of Public Works will receive bids in the latter part of September on

a contract for the construction of five rock jetties between Beach 36

Street and Beach ̂ 9 Street in the Par Rockaway section of Queens.

This work is being undertaken by the State of New York

pursuant to Chapter 535 of the laws of 19^5 as amended which provides

for the protection and control of erosion along the shore front, the

cost to be shared equally by the State and the local community af-

fected. The estimated cost of this contract is $900,000 and was

approved by the Board of Estimate of the City of New York on July 21,

1955. The cost of this work will be shared equally by the City and

the State. The contract includes replacing the wooden groins, which

were Inadequate to protect the beaches, with rock jetties which are

more durable and resistant to hurricanes and storms, and incidental

related work.

This is the first stage in the eventual plans for complete

shore protection of the ocean beaches under the jurisdiction of the

Department of Parks and part of the comprehensive plans to provide

a system of unified design to protect the Long Island ocean front

from Jacob Riis Park to Long Beach in cooperation with the State of

New York.

The location selected for the initial stage in this program



is an area where the most serious beach erosion has occurred and

little or no beach remains at high tide. With the extension of

the rock jetties beyond the present limit of the wooden groins it

is expected that future beach erosion will be prevented in this

area. Future plans include the restoration of the beach east and

west of the first contract area.

Dear Larry:

You are the first Comptroller in my memory to claim that
the City is so busted that it has to sell publicly owned land needed
for parks to balance the budget.

What you publish about Riverdale will amaze and astonish
your neighbors. You state that it is a community of big open spaces
and small individually owned houses and gardens* You mean it used
to be. If you are talking about people, there are today more people
shacked up in apartment houses in Riverdale than in homes. The
overwhelming majority now rent.

No other section of the city has grown so fast and with so
blind an eye to the future. Our zoning resolution is quite inadequate.
We could only hold down population and jack up standards a little \
because the influence of the real estate$ subdivision and development
boys was too great.

What you say about adequate nearby parks is equally mis-
leading. How would you like to trundle a baby carriage or some
elderly limbs down the hills to the Hudson or a mile or so down the
steep escarpment to Van Cortlandt Park? Why mix up a school play-
ground shared with the Park Department in off hours with a park open
to the public at all times?

As to Neponsit, do you really think small private houses
should be built right inside a city park surrounded on three sides
by park land and beach front? Are we tliat busted? What makes Rocka-
way attractive anyway? Obviously the parks and public beaches. And
what has the percentage of non-taxpaying land to do with it? Do you
advocate selling city streets and waterfront? Why not auction off
a big chunk of Bronx Park?

The Comptroller no doubt is traditionally the watchdog of
the treasury. But he is more than an auditor. He has three votes
in the Board of Estimate and some influence on other votes. No matter
what pressure is brought to bear by real estate manipulations and

The newly opened section is the initial stage of construction

for developing this area, which when completed will provide 1100 ft,

of crescent shaped beach frontage.

Constable, Executive Officer of the Park Department. The model was

a gift of James A. Goldsmith, Jr., Prt^ident of the Guild. The

three-foot scale model shows the speciai innovations which will be

incorporated in the Garden design for the blind of all ages.

Commissioner Moses in accepting the gift of the Foundation said?

"The Ray and Charles Newman Foundation's public-spirited gift is

another example of private generosity meeting the special needs which

the City cannot undertake to supply. It will be a splendid addition

to the contributions to the recreational facilities of Central Park by

private donors. The Wollman Ice Skating Rink, the Loeb Boat House,

the Friedsam Carousel, the Kerbs Model Yacht Boat House, the Chess and

Checker Building, the proposed Lasker Golden Age Center, and now the

Garden for the Blind are outstanding contributions to the well-being

of our fellow man". The Garden will embrace about a half acre in the

section of the park bounded by the East Drive and Fifth Avenue,

between 69th and 71st Streets.
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Among the many innovations to be incorporated in the new

recreation area are such aids for blind visitors as special paths

railed on one side and curbed on the other. In this manner, blind

men, women and children may guide themselves tirough the Garden by

touching the rail or using a cane along the curb side. The path

which starts at the main entrance of the Garden and circles the area

is lined with benches at frequent intervals and the gravel footing

will make it possible for anyone resting along the way to hear the

approach of the visitors.

Halfway along the path a small building will be constructed to

house comfort facilities, and a place of shelter, as well as care-

taker's quarters. There will also be special tables with chess and

checkerboard patterns designed so that the games can be played by

touch,

A portion of the Garden itself will be raised several feet above

tho ground level along the path so that plants can be touched and

smelled. Special plantings will be made of flowers which can be

picked or crushed between the fingers -~ perhaps identified by a

Braille plaque reading "Please Do Pick the Flowers".

The center of the Garden for the Blind will be planted with

grass and the existing shade trees in the area will be retained. The

entire area will be surrounded by shrubs and trees, while the main

entrance will be made more easily accessible by a special driveway

where visitors may get out of cars without having to cross busy city

streets.

One of the moving spirits behind this project has been Oliver K,

Whiting of London. Mr. Whiting was inspired by the success of a

similar Garden in Brighton, England and his one-man crusade has already

been responsible for a number of small Gardens for the Blind in rmblic
parks in this country.

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The Department of Parks announced today that the trustees

of the Fiorina Lasker Foundation have made available a generous

gift of $250,000, which will make possible the construction in

Central Park of an indoor and outdoor recreation center. The Center

will be restricted to use by older persons. The need for such a

development has long been felt but its realization has been

dependent in large part on private philanthropy.

To be called the Fiorina Lasker Recreation Center, it will

be located in a rocky, wooded area, known for many years as

"The Ramble", bounded by the East and West Drives, the 79th Si*Trans-

verse Road and the 72nd Street Lake. Its shrubs and fine old trees,

picturesque topography, and variety of bird life have made its net-

work of meandering paths especially appealing to older people.

Supplementing the Fiorina Lasker Foundation's grant of

funds, the City's Park Department will undertake the general

rehabilitation of the area, including new paths, fencing, drainage

and irrigation, lighting and turnouts for bus stops which Borough

President Jack has agreed to provide on the 79th Street Transverse

Road. Proper facilities for convenient access by bus is an essen-

tial part of this project.

The funds to be provided by the Foundation will construct .

a recreation building, an outdoor paved terrace and recreation area -

including horseshoe, croquet, shuffleboard courts, and so forth -

and will equip and furnish all these facilities. Other new facilities
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in the Ramble will include a parking area.; a service yard5 lighting

and fencing? game tables; umbrella tables and chairs, etc.

The late Fiorina Lasker, a graduate of the New York School

of Social Work, was born in Galveston, Texas. Over a period of three

decades, Miss Lasker had been actively associated with many social

and civic movements in New York City in the field of civil liberties,

labor and racial relations. For more than twenty years, she was

chairman of the New York Civil Liberties Committee and also served

until her death in 19^9 as president of the Consumers League of

New York.

The Fiorina Lasker Foundation's public-spirited gift will-

provide a splendid addition to the growing number of fine contribu-

tions to the recreational facilities of Central Park by private donors

in recent years. The Wollman Ice Skating Rink, the Loeb Boat House,

the Friedsam Carousel, the Kerbs Model Yacht Boat House, and the Chess

and Checker Building are other examples of private generosity meeting

special needs which the City cannot ordinarily undertake to supply.

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The Park Department announces the restoration of

the Robert Fulton Monument.

Located in Fulton Park at Chauncey and Fulton

Streets, Brooklyn, the memorial is a heroic-scale portrait

statue of the inventor leaning on a modal of the Nassau, the

first steam ferry from Brooklyn to New York. A zinc statue

of this figure, originally erected in 1872 in a niche at the

Ferry House at Fulton Ferry was the first statue cast in this

country. The sculptor was Casper Buberl, l83lf-l899. This had

been discarded, but was reclaimed arid erected in Fulton Park in

1930. Through neglect it had deteriorated and collapsed. In

1935 the figure was rehabilitated.

Zinc is a very soft metal and in the years since

1935 the figure again deteriorated. It has now been re-cast

in bronze and placed upon a new granite base on the site it

has occupied since 1930 in Fulton Park.

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The Borough President of Richmond and the Department of Parks

announce the start of construction in the rehabilitation and enlarge-

ment of South Beach, Richmond. The first stage consists of dredge

and fill operations for the placing of a sand beach and erosion-

control fill for the southerly addition to the existing beach. South

Beach is a 2-£ mile waterfront strip between Fort Wadsworth on the

north and Miller Field to the south. The northerly l--§- miles was

acquired by the City in 1935 and a boardwalk was built at that time.

However, inadequate property was acquired back of the boardwalk for

proper control and recreational facilities.

The project as planned today includes the construction of a

promenade on the southerly one-mile portion, a new beach and park,

and recreational facilities back of the boardwalk for the entire

length of the project. Sufficient land has been acquired to permit

the construction of parking fields for 7,000 cars, picnic areas,

games and playground areas, bathhouses with adjacent bus terminals,

and incidental comfort stations and concession buildings. To the

west of this recreational and parking development a boulevard-type

road will be constructed with access to the various features at

convenient points.

The cost of rehabilitation and development will total four

million dollars for the area between Seaside Boulevard and the water

- more -



line, and two million dollars for a boulevard and other street improve-

ments. The line of the existing elevated boardwalk at the north will

be continued at close-to-beach level as a paved promenade to the south.

The operation about to start will be dredging and placing of

2 million cubic yards of fill at a cost of $800,000, equally shared

by the State of New York and the City of New York. In addition to

providing a beach, the fill will prevent future flooding of adjacent

uplands. One of the world's largest dredgers, "The Pittsburgh", will

be used for this operation.

South Beach, along with other great Richmond projects such

as Great Kills, Fresh Kills reclamation, and Richmondtown will become

more readily accessible to the entire City of New York under the

program for arterial facilities recently announced by the Port of

New York Authority and the Triborough Bridge and Tunnel Authority.

The Narrows Bridge, Cloves Lakes Expressway, and West Shore Expressway,

in conjunction with the three existing bridges connecting to New Jersey

and operated by the Port of New York Authority, will immensely acceler-

ate the growth of the Borough. Long-range planning and early

recognition of the unique opportunity offered at South Beach will

increase the City's recreational facilities.

This is an increase of more than 1̂.0 million visits over

1953* Additional millions used the parks for more passive recrea-

tional pursuits such as walking, reading, nature study, rest and

relaxation.

The greater portion of the Department of Parks year-round

recreation program is conducted in neighborhood playgrounds. With

the addition of the 30 new playgrounds opened in X9$k-t there are

now 627 of these neighborhood playgrounds in the park system. To

the limit of its resources the Park Department endeavors to provide

safe, clean recreational facilities for eacsh community in the city.

Only lack of funds, exorbitant costs, or the fact that no unencum-

bered land is available has prevented construction of such facili-

ties in every residential community. As children do not take holi-

days from play, the park playgrounds are open for use 3&5> days of

the year.

The larger parks and recreation areas which have special

facilit ies such as beaches, swimming pools, picnic grounds, bridle

paths, golf courses, and tennis courts attracted in 195i|- more than

67 million visitors.

In 195U-* city-wide park tournaments and contests drew

110,000 contestants who competed in basketball, swimming, tennis,
