• Mrs. Rodriguez indicated that Josephine Herrick Project is a 
nonprofit organization that partners with community-based 
organization to provide photography classes to underrepresented 
and misrepresented communities through the city. 

• Ms. Rodriguez indicated that Josephine Herrick was a 
photographer during the World War two.  She used photography 
as a mean by which soldiers who were on their way to the war to 
take photographs of them and send them to their families.   

• Photography was used as a healing modality.  Many groups have 
been using it such as veterans, people with disabilities, people of 
all ages, LGBTQ community, etc.

• Ms. Rodriguez showed two videos created by students focused on 
the seniors who took of the classes.  The First video was about 
kids and the second one was about seniors.

There 
is a new telephone number to make appointments for the 
vaccine (877) 208-8318. 

▪ Ms. Reyes indicated that there are three vaccines 
approved: Pfizer, Moderna and Johnson and 
Johnson.  Pfizer and Moderna require two doses 
between three and four weeks, Johnson and 
Johnson is only one dose.  Ms. Reyes indicated that 
they are safe. They don’t change DNA and don’t 
contain the virus.  

• One board member asked if they lose the vaccine card, where can 
they get a copy.  Ms. Reyes indicated that if someone loses their 
card, that person should go where they got the vaccines that 
there, they should get a copy of the vaccine’s information.
