Depending on the
unit size, furnishing an apartment can cost $2,500 - $4,000, so between 237-380 formerly homeless New Yorkers
would be served with this funding.

For many homeless set aside units developed though HPD loan programs, the City provides funding support to
households during the transition from shelter to permanent housing, including the provision of furniture. However,
during COVID, many projects responded to the call to "volunteer" units to be leased by homeless households
above and beyond any regulatory requirements they may have satisfied and these units do not have funding for
furniture as they were not originally anticipated for this use.

Furthermore, NYC has been allocated 7,788 Emergency Housing Vouchers (EHV) from HUD. Most of these
vouchers are being prioritized for households that are in a variety of the City's shelter systems - HPD, Department
of Youth and Community Development (DYCD), Administration for Children's Services (ACS), Human Resource
Administration (HRA) Domestic Violence, HRA HIV/AIDS Administration (HASA), in addition to those in the
Department of Homeless Services (DHS) system. In addition, homeless households served by the Mayor's Office
for Criminal Justice (MOCJ), the Mayor's Office to End Domestic and Gender Based Violence (ENDGBYV), and
Health+Hospitals (H+H) will be have access to these vouchers. The majority of these households will need access
to furniture as they leave the shelter systems and currently there is no resource to provide for it.

Furniture is a significant expense, and so tenants either go without furniture and sleep on the floor or spend more
than their budget allows and find themselves in arrears quickly. Thus, using the NYS CDBG-CV funds to have
furniture provided to formerly homeless households would provide dignity, stability, and can help tenant remain
housed without returning to homelessness, a particularly dangerous risk during the pandemic.

With the NYS CDBG-CV funds, the agency would contract with a non-profit provider who would assess the
furniture needs for its homeless set aside units and EHV holders while confirming unit size, unique needs and
potentially a limited set of tenant preferences. The non-profit would purchase the furniture and arrange delivery and
installation. HPD would assist with coordination and work to ensure projects with donated homeless units have
access to this opportunity as well as households with an EHV.

Individuals experiencing homelessness are at increased risk of contracting COVID due to greater
prevalence of underlying conditions in the homeless population compared to the general public, as
well as the congregate nature of many shelters in NYC.

Acknowledging this, the NYC Department of Homeless Services (DHS) worked to decrease shelter
density by moving many shelter residents to hotel rooms where clients were better able to maintain
social distancing, have access to private bathrooms and isolate when necessary. Housing and
Urban Development (HUD), the National Alliance to End Homelessness (NAEH), the United States
Interagency Council on Homelessness (USICH) and many other leaders in the field of
homelessness have vehemently encouraged communities to leverage the stability these hotel
relocations have provided to move clients into permanent housing without having them return to
congregate shelters. To aid in that goal during the COVID pandemic, the City has significantly
increased the number of households moving from shelter to permanent, HPD-assisted, affordable
housing. NYC has also prioritized homeless households for its influx of 7,788 EHV, as HUD also has
a goal of this resource being used to mitigate the impacts of COVID on vulnerable populations.

HPD wants to ensure these households begin their tenancy in permanent housing in a dignified
manner by providing full furnishings. Furnishing apartments provides stability to tenants in multiple
ways, thereby making it less likely they return to homelessness and the dangers of COVID in the
shelter system.

This project, along with the other two projects proposed for NYS CDBG-CV funding, greatly
complements activities funded with the City’s other CARES Act funding, particularly the CDBG-CV
funds NYC received directly from HUD. The City allocated a large portion of its CDBG-CV allocation
to activities focused on two main goals:

	Text31: This project, along with the other two projects proposed for NYS CDBG-CV funding, greatly complements activities funded with the City’s other CARES Act funding, particularly the CDBG-CV funds NYC received directly from HUD. The City allocated a large portion of its CDBG-CV allocation to activities focused on two main goals:
1. Allowing people to safely socially distance or quarantine at home; and
2. Enabling low- and moderate-income New Yorkers to remain connected while they did so. 

For example, the City
• used nearly $200 million in CDBG-CV funds to purchase broadband-enabled tablets that were loaned out to public school students with no other means to attend school remotely. 
• provided internet-enabled tablets, support, and training to 10,000 senior NYCHA residents to combat social isolation, access benefits and critical health information, and remain engaged with services/resources during the COVID-19 emergency;
• purchased and installed air conditioners for older adults without existing units so they could remain comfortable at home, which reduced their exposure to extreme heat and COVID-19.

While all of these activities addressed critical needs, they did not address all critical needs. The programs proposed for NYS CDBG-CV funding would help cover gaps not met by previous activities.
