Special Forest Hills District

86-00
GENERAL PURPOSES

The “Special Forest Hills District” established in this
Resolution is designed to promote and protect the public
health, safety, general welfare and amenity of Forest Hills.
The general goals include, among others, the following
specific purposes:

(a) to ensure that the form of new buildings is
compatible with and relates to the built character of
the Forest Hills neighborhood;

(b) to preserve, protect and promote the special
character of Austin Street as a regional shopping
destination;

(c) to create a graduated transition from the lower-
scale character of Austin Street to the higher-scale
character of Queens Boulevard;

(d) to support a broad and vibrant mix of commercial
and residential uses throughout the Special District 

(e) to enhance the pedestrian setting of Austin Street
through appropriate ground floor uses and
structural requirements;

(f) to promote the most desirable use of land and thus
conserve and enhance the value of land and
buildings, and thereby protect the City’s revenue.

Definitions 

Special Forest Hills District

The “Special Forest Hills District” is a Special Purpose
District designated by the letters “FH” in which special
regulations set forth in Article VIII, Chapter 6, apply. The

For such #community facility uses#, the glazed area shall
occupy at least 50 percent of the area of each such ground
floor #street wall# measured to a height of 10 feet above the
level of the adjoining sidewalk or public access area. 

For #commercial uses#, such glazed area shall occupy at least

measured to a height of 10 feet above the level of the
adjoining sidewalk or public access area. Not less than 50
percent of such area shall be glazed with transparent
materials and up to 20 percent of such area may be glazed
with translucent materials.

Security Gates

For all #commercial# or #community facility uses# located on
the ground floor of a #development# or #enlargement# within
the #Special Forest Hills District#, any security gates
installed after (date of enactment) that are swung, drawn or
lowered to secure commercial or community facility premises
shall, when closed, permit visibility of at least 75 percent of
the area covered by such gate when viewed from the #street#
or any publicly accessible area, except that this provision
shall not apply to entrances or exits to parking garages.

#zoning lot#, required by the applicable regulations
of Section 36-30, inclusive, is five spaces or fewer.

For any #commercial# or #community facility use#
permitted in the Special District, the modification
waiver provisions for a C4-4 or C4-5 District set
forth in Section 36-232 (In districts with very low
parking requirements) shall not apply. In lieu
thereof, the total number of #accessory# off-street
parking spaces required in Section 36-21 (General
Provisions) shall be waived if the number of spaces
for all #uses# on the #zoning lot#, required by the
regulations of Section 36-21, is fewer than 40
spaces.

(b) The provisions of Sections 36-342 (Reduced
requirements in other C1 or C2 Districts or in C4,
C5 or C6 Districts) and 36-344 (Waiver of
requirements in other C1 or C2 Districts or in C4,
C5 or C6 Districts) shall not apply in the #Special
Forest Hills District#.

(c) Within the #Special Forest Hills District#, the
provisions of paragraph (a) of this Section and
Sections 36-23 (Waiver of Requirements for Spaces
Below Minimum Number) and 36-36 (Waiver of
Requirements for Small Number of Spaces) shall
apply only to #zoning lots# existing both on (date of
amendment) and on the date of application for a
building permit.

Location of Access to the Street

The waiver provisions of Article III, Chapter 6 (Accessory Off-
Street Parking and Loading Regulations), pertaining to
location of access shall be modified within the #Special Forest
Hills District#, as follows:

Curb cuts for permitted or required #accessory# off-street
parking and loading spaces along Austin Street from 70th
Avenue to Ascan Avenue and along 71st Avenue from Austin
Street to Queens Boulevard, as shown on the map in the
Appendix to this Chapter, shall not be allowed. The
Chairperson of the City Planning Commission, however, may
certify to the Commissioner of Buildings that such #zoning
lot# has access only to such prohibited location and that a
curb cut in that location would not be hazardous to traffic
safety and would, if granted, be no wider than 20 feet.

(“TLC”) promulgates rules deferring by one year the
commencement date for rules governing minimum
miles per gallon for black cars and mandatory
retirement rules for black cars.

These rules are proposed pursuant to sections 1043 and
2303(b)(11) of the Charter and sections 19-503 of the
Administrative Code of the City of New York. 

These rules were published on January 8, 2009, for public
comment in The City Record. On February 12, 2009, a public
hearing was held by the TLC at its offices at 40 Rector Street,
5th Floor, New York, New York 10006, and these rules were
voted on and passed. Pursuant to section 1043(e)(1)(c) these
rules will take effect 30 days following the publication in The
City Record.

New material is underlined.

[Material inside brackets indicates deleted material.]

Section 1. Subdivisions (a) and (b) of Section 6-09 and
Subdivisions (a), (b), (c), (d) and (e) of Section 6-10 of Chapter
6 of Title 35 of the Rules of the City of New York are
amended, to read as follows:

§6-09 Black Car Vehicle Specifications.

(a) Beginning on January 1, [2009] 2010, no vehicle
that is the subject of a new application for a for-hire vehicle
permit shall be affiliated with a black car base unless the for-
hire vehicle meets either the requirements of an accessible
vehicle pursuant to section 6-07(f) of this chapter or section 3-
03.2 of this title, or has a minimum city rating of twenty-five
(25) miles per gallon as labeled pursuant to title 49, section
32908 of the United States Code and regulations
promulgated pursuant thereto. For purposes of this
subdivision, an application for a for-hire vehicle permit after
a previous permit has expired will be considered a new
application. For-hire vehicles that are affiliated with luxury
limousine or livery bases are not subject to the requirements
of this subdivision.

(b) Beginning on January 1, [2010] 2011, no vehicle
that is the subject of a new application for a for-hire vehicle
permit shall be affiliated with a black car base unless the for-
hire vehicle meets either the requirements of an accessible
vehicle pursuant to section 6-07(f) of this chapter or section 3-
03.2 of this title, or has a minimum city rating of thirty (30)
miles per gallon as labeled pursuant to title 49, section 32908
of the United States Code and regulations promulgated
pursuant thereto. For purposes of this subdivision, an
application for a for-hire vehicle permit after a previous
permit has expired will be considered a new application. For-
hire vehicles that are affiliated with luxury limousine or
livery bases are not subject to the requirements of this
subdivision.

§6-10 Affiliation with Black Car Bases.

(a) All for-hire vehicles affiliated with black car bases that
are model year 2001 or earlier must be retired from black car
service no later than the expiration dates of their for-hire
vehicle permits on and after January 1, [2009] 2010.

(b) All for-hire vehicles affiliated with black car
bases that are model year 2003 or earlier must be retired
from black car service no later than the expiration dates of
their for-hire vehicle permits on and after January 1, [2010]
2011.

(c) All for-hire vehicles affiliated with black car
bases that are model year 2005 or earlier must be retired
from black car service no later than the expiration dates of
their for-hire vehicle permits on and after January 1, [2011]
2012.

(d) All for-hire vehicles affiliated with black car
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bases that are model year 2006 or earlier must be retired
from black car service no later than the expiration dates of
their for-hire vehicle permits on and after January 1, [2012]
2013; provided, however, a for-hire vehicle that is [five] six
model years old upon its permit expiration on and after
January 1, [2012] 2013, shall not be affiliated with a black
car base after one year following such renewal.

(e) All for-hire vehicles affiliated with black car
bases that are [six (6)] seven (7) model years old or older and
are not specified in subdivisions (a), (b), (c) or (d) of this
section must be retired from black car service no later than
the expiration dates of their for-hire vehicle permits on and
after January 1, [2013] 2014 and every year thereafter;
provided that a for-hire vehicle that is [five] six model years
old upon its permit renewal on or after January 1, [2013]
2014 shall not be affiliated with a black car base after one
year following such renewal.

Section 2. Subdivision (p) of Section 6-12 of Chapter 6 of Title
35 of the Rules of the City of New York is amended, to read
as follows:

§6-12 Conditions of Operation Relating to For-Hire Vehicles.

(p) (1) Beginning on January 1, 2010, [To] to be
affiliated with a black car base, a vehicle owned or leased by
a new applicant must meet the requirements set forth in
sections 6-09 and 6-10 of this chapter. For purposes of this
paragraph (p)(1), a “new applicant” is the owner or lessee of a
vehicle who does not hold a current for-hire vehicle permit for
that vehicle.

(2) Beginning on January 1, 2011, [To] to be
affiliated with a black car base, a vehicle owned or leased by
a renewal applicant must meet the requirements set forth in
section 6-10 of this chapter. For purposes of this paragraph
(p)(2), a “renewal applicant” is the owner or lessee of a vehicle
who holds a current for-hire vehicle permit for that vehicle
and is affiliated with a black car base when the application is
submitted.

Statement of Basis and Purpose of Rules

In April 2008, the Taxi and Limousine Commission (TLC)
promulgated rules requiring new black cars, except for
wheelchair accessible vehicles, to achieve fuel efficiency
standards of 25 mpg city rating in 2009 and 30 mpg city
rating in 2010. To help drivers, the City worked with the
financial sector, auto dealers, and black car fleets to develop
solutions that would finance the higher down payment. 

After promulgation of those rules, the economic downturn hit
this nation’s economy and struck a major blow to financial
and insurance firms who are among the primary customers of
the black car industry and who would have provided the
financing that TLC contemplated in promulgating those
rules. As a result, providers of black car services were
severely impacted. For these reasons, the TLC promulgated
rules to delay by one year the mandate for 25 and 30 mpg
black car vehicles and the black car retirement rules passed
in April 2008.

For-hire vehicles solely affiliated with luxury and livery
bases are not subject to these minimum mileage
requirements and vehicle retirement requirements. Vehicles
that were formerly affiliated with black car bases may
continue to be eligible for affiliation with livery and luxury
limousine bases.

AUTHORITY VESTED IN THE Commissioner of the
Department of Transportation by subdivision (a) of Section
2903 of the New York City Charter, and in accordance with
the requirements of Section 1043 of the New York City
Charter, that the Department of Transportation hereby
adopts the amendments to subdivision (h) of Section 4-08 of
Chapter 4 of Title 34 of the Official Compilation of the Rules
of the City of New York, the Traffic Rules. This rule was first
published on December 31, 2008, and a public hearing was
held on January 30, 2009.

Paragraph (3) of subdivision (e) of section 4-08 of Title 34 of
the Rules of the City of New York is amended by repealing
subparagraphs (i), (ii), (iii)(A) and (iii)(B) and adding new
subparagraphs (i) and (ii) to read as follows:

(3) Parking at broken or missing meters.
(i) [No person shall park a vehicle at a broken or
failed meter for longer than sixty minutes (one
hour).
(ii) No person shall park a vehicle at a missing
meter for longer than the maximum amount of time

lawfully permitted in that parking meter zone.] A
person shall be allowed to park at a missing or
broken meter up to the maximum amount of time
otherwise lawfully permitted at such meter.
[(iii)]ii Where parking spaces in a parking field or
on a block are controlled by “Muni-Meters,” and a
“Muni-Meter” is broken or missing, the person
seeking to purchase a parking receipt shall use a
functional “Muni-Meter” in the same parking field
or on the same block, to purchase a parking receipt
and shall display it pursuant to paragraph 10 of
this subdivision.

[(A) If all “Muni-Meters” in a parking
field or on a block are broken, no person
shall park a vehicle for longer than sixty
minutes (one hour) in or on such “Muni-
Meter” controlled parking field or block.
(B) If all “Muni-Meters” in a parking field
or on a block are missing, no person shall
park a vehicle for longer than the
maximum amount of time lawfully
permitted in or on such “Muni-Meter”
controlled parking field or block.] If all
muni-meters in a parking field or on a
block are missing or broken, a person
shall be allowed to park in such parking
field or on such block up to the maximum
amount of time otherwise lawfully
permitted by such muni-meters in such
controlled parking field or block. For
purposes of this section, “muni-meter”
shall mean an electronic parking meter
that dispenses timed receipts that must
be displayed in a conspicuous place on a
vehicle’s dashboard.

STATEMENT OF BASIS AND PURPOSE OF RULE

The Commissioner of the Department of Transportation is
authorized to promulgate rules regarding parking and traffic
in the City pursuant to Section 2903 of the New York City
Charter.

Paragraph (3) of subdivision (e) of section 4-08 is being
amended to incorporate recent amendments to Title 19 of the
New York City Administrative Code. The City Council
revised the Administrative Code to amend the time limit at
which a person can park at a broken or missing meter or
muni-meter. The Department is amending the Traffic Rules
to reflect this change.

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The City Record (CR) is, published each business day and
includes notices of proposed New York City procurement
actions, contract awards, and other procurement-related
information. Solicitation notices for most procurements
valued at or above $100,000 for information technology and
for construction and construction related services, above
$50,000 for other services, and above $25,000 for other
goods are published for at least one day. Other types of
procurements, such as sole source, require notice in the City
Record for five consecutive days. Unless otherwise specified,
the agencies and offices listed are open for business
Mondays thru Fridays from 9:00 A.M. to 5:00 P.M. except
legal holidays.

NOTICE TO ALL NEW YORK CITY CONTRACTORS

The New York State Constitution ensures that all laborers,
workers or mechanics employed by a contractor or
subcontractor doing public work are to be paid the same
wage rate that prevails in the trade where the public work
is being done. Additionally, New York State Labor Law §§
220 and 230 provide that a contractor or subcontractor
doing public work in construction or building service must
pay its employees no less than the prevailing wage. Section
6-109 (the Living Wage Law) of the New York City
Administrative Code also provides for a “living wage”, as
well as prevailing wage, to be paid to workers employed by
City contractors in certain occupations. The Comptroller of
the City of New York is mandated to enforce prevailing
wage. Contact the NYC Comptrollers Office at
www.comptroller.nyc.gov, click on Labor Law Schedules to
view rates.
New York City’s  “Burma Law” (Local Law No. 33 of 1997)
No Longer to be Enforced. In light of the United States
Supreme Court’s decision in Crosby v. National Foreign
Trade Council, 530 U.S. 363 (2000), the City has
determined that New York City’s Local Law No. 33 of 1997
(codified in Administrative Code Section  6-115 and Charter
Section 1524), which restricts City business with banks and
companies doing business in Burma, is unconstitutional.
This is to advise, therefore, that the language relating to
Burma contained in existing New York City contracts may
not be enforced.

CONSTRUCTION/CONSTRUCTION SERVICES OR
CONSTRUCTION RELATED SERVICES

The City of New York is committed to achieving excellence
in the design and construction of its capital program, and
building on the tradition of innovation in architecture and
engineering that has contributed to the City’s prestige as a
global destination.

VENDOR ENROLLMENT APPLICATION

New York City procures approximately $7 billion worth of
goods, services, construction and construction-related
services every year. The NYC Procurement Policy Board
Rules require that agencies primarily solicit from
established mailing lists called bidder/proposer lists. To
register for these lists--free of charge-, prospective suppliers
should fill out and submit the NYC-FMS Vendor
Enrollment application.

Attention Existing Suppliers:
Even if you already do business with NYC agencies, be sure
to fill out an application.  We are switching over to citywide,
centralized Bidders Lists instead of the agency-specific lists
previously used to issue notices about upcoming contract
opportunities. To continue receiving notices of New York
City contract opportunities, you must fill out and submit a
NYC-FMS Vendor Enrollment application.

SELLING TO GOVERNMENT TRAINING WORKSHOP

New and experienced vendors are encouraged to register for
a free training course on how to do business with New York
City.

Morning and afternoon
sessions are convened on the first Tuesday of each month.

PRE-QUALIFIED LIST

New York City procurement policy permits agencies to
develop and solicit from pre-qualified lists of vendors, under
prescribed circumstance. When it is decided by an agency to
develop a pre-qualified list, criteria for pre-qualification
must be clearly explained in the solicitation and notice of
the opportunity to pre-qualify for that solicitation must be
published in at least five issues of the CR.

Information and qualification questionnaires for inclusion
on such list may be obtained directly from the Agency Chief
Contracting Officer at each agency, (see Vendor Information
Manual). A completed qualification Questionnaire may be
submitted to the Chief Contracting Officer at any time,
unless otherwise indicated and action (approval or denial)
shall be taken by the agency within 90 days from the date of
submission. Any denial or revocation of pre-qualified status
can be appealed to the Office of Administrative Trials and
Hearings, (OATH), Section 3-11 of the Procurement Policy
Board Rules describes the criteria for the general use of pre-
qualified lists.

NON-MAYORAL ENTITIES

The following agencies are not subject to Procurement
Policy Board rules and do not follow all of the above
procedures: City University, Department of Education,
Metropolitan Transportation Authority, Health & Hospitals
Corporation, Housing Authority. Suppliers interested in
applying for inclusion on bidders list should contact these 
entities directly (see Vendor Information Manual) at the
addresses given.

PUBLIC ACCESS CENTER

The Public Access Center is available to suppliers and the
public as a central source for supplier-related information
through on-line computer access. The Center is located at 
253 Broadway, 9th floor, in lower Manhattan, and is open
Monday through Friday from 10:00 A.M to 3:00 P.M. For

ATTENTION: NEW YORK CITY MINORITY AND
WOMEN OWNED BUSINESS ENTERPRISES

Join the growing number of Minority and Women Owned
Business Enterprises (M/WBEs) that are competing for New
York City’s business. In order to become certified for the
program, your company must substantiate that it: (1) is at
least fifty-one percent (51%) owned, operated and controlled
by a minority or woman and (2) is either located in New
York City or has a significant tie to New York City’s
business community.

PROMPT PAYMENT

It is the policy of the City of New York to pay its bills
promptly. The Procurement Policy Board Rules generally
require that the City pay its bills within 30 days after the
receipt of a proper invoice. The City  now pays interest on
all late invoices. The grace period that formerly existed was
eliminated on July 1, 2000. However, there are certain
types of payments that are not eligible for interest. These
are listed in Section 4-06 of the Procurement Policy Board
Rules. The Comptroller and OMB determine the interest
rate on late payments twice a year, in January and in July.

HOW TO READ CR PROCUREMENT NOTICES

Procurement Notices in the CR are arranged by
alphabetically listed Agencies, and within Agency, by
Division if any. The notices for each Agency (or Division)
are further divided into three subsections: Solicitations,
Awards; and Lists & Miscellaneous notices. Each of these
subsections separately lists notices pertaining to Goods,
Services, or Construction.
Notices of Public Hearings on Contract Awards appear at
the end of the Procurement Section. At the end of each
Agency (or Division) listing is a paragraph giving the
specific address to contact to secure, examine and/or to
submit bid or proposal documents, forms, plans,
specifications, and other information, as well as where bids
will be publicly opened and read. This address should be
used for the purpose specified UNLESS a different one is
given in the individual notice. In that event, the directions
in the individual notice should be followed. The following is
a SAMPLE notice and an explanation of the notice format
used by the CR.
