Statement of Basis and Purpose of Proposed Rule
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Subdivision c of section 20-249 of Title 20 of the New York City 
Administrative Code defines “pedicab” to mean “a bicycle as defined in 
the vehicle and traffic law or other device that is designed and 
constructed to transport or carry passengers, that is solely propelled by 
human power (emphasis added), and that is operated to transport 
passengers for hire.” Motorized pedicabs do not fall within this 
definition because they are not “solely propelled by human power.” Nor 
do they fall within the definition of “bicycle” under the New York 
State’s Vehicle and Traffic Law (“VTL”) (defining bicycle as a device 
“propelled by human power”) VTL § 102. Moreover, motorized bicycles 
may not be operated on public streets or highways, or be registered 
with the New York State Department of Motor Vehicles (“DMV”). http://
dmv.ny.gov/registration/motorized-devices-cannot-be-registered-new-
york (“You cannot register or operate” a “motor-assisted bicycle” on 
“any street, highway, parking lot, sidewalk or other area that allows 
public vehicle traffic”).
