WHEREAS, the public safety was imperiled by a flash flood 
emergency caused by the remnants of Hurricane Ida that flooded roads, 
impacted mass transit, stranded motorists, and caused widespread 
damage to residential and commercial buildings throughout the City, 
causing unsafe conditions in those buildings and imperiling health and 
safety; and

WHEREAS, the state of emergency to address the remnants of 
Hurricane Ida, first declared in Emergency Executive Order No. 230, 
dated September 1, 2021, and last extended by Emergency Executive 
Order No. 182, dated August 24, 2022, remains in effect;  

NOW THEREFORE, by the power vested in me as Mayor of the 
City of New York, pursuant to law, including Executive Law § 24:

Section 1. I hereby direct that section 1 of Emergency Executive 
Order No. 192, dated September 3, 2022, is extended for five (5) days.

§ 2. This Emergency Executive Order shall take effect 
immediately and shall remain in effect for five (5) days unless it is 
terminated or modified, at an earlier date.

WHEREAS, additional reasons for requiring the measures 
continued in this Order are set forth in Emergency Executive Order 
No. 158, dated August 1, 2022; and

WHEREAS, the state of emergency relating to monkeypox, 
declared in Emergency Executive Order No. 158, dated August 1, 
2022, and last extended by Emergency Executive Order No. 188, dated 
August 29, 2022, remains in effect;

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant, to the powers vested in me by the 
laws of the State of New York and the City of New York, including but 
not limited, to the New York Executive Law, the New York City Charter 
and the Administrative Code of the City of New York, and the common 
law authority to protect the public in the event of an emergency:

Section 1. I hereby order that section 1 of Emergency Executive 
Order No. 193, dated September 3, 2022, is extended for five (5) days.

§ 2. This Emergency Executive Order shall take effect 
immediately and shall remain in effect for five (5) days unless it is 
terminated or modified, at an earlier date.

On February 1, 2023, pursuant to Section 1-02(h) (1) (3) of the 
Procurement Policy Board Rules of the City of New York (PPB Rules), 
the City Chief Procurement Officer (CCPO) ratified a minor 
Procurement Rules Violation request made on January 26, 2023, by the 
New York City Department of Small Business Services (DSBS).

The minor rules violation relates to the Sole Source contracts for New 
York City Economic Development Corporation (NYCEDC) Master 
Contract in the amount of $1,836,434,092.00 (EPIN# 80123S0009001), 
to provide Citywide Economic Development Services and the New York 
City Economic Development Corporation (NYCEDC) Maritime 
Contract in the amount of $443,342,250.00 (EPIN# 80123S0008001) to 
provide City-Wide economic development services, primarily related to 
maritime, aviation, rail freight, market and intermodal transportation 
development. Both contracts have a term of 7/1/2022 to 6/30/2023 with 
an option to extend up to an additional year.

DSBS and the CCPO have determined that the minor violation, which 
occurred when DSBS failed to submit the sole source determination 
letter to the Office of the Comptroller within five (5) days of completion 
as per Section 3-05 (b)(2), had no significant adverse impact on the 
procurement process. Therefore, ratification of this minor rule’s 
violation is in the best interests of the City.
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
