WHEREAS, by Executive Order No. 25, dated August 23, 1995, the
Mayor has designated the Department of Transportation (“DOT”)
as the responsible agency for the granting of franchises for bus stop
shelters (“BSSs”), self-cleaning automatic public toilets (“APTs”),
newsstand structures (“NSs”), and any combination thereof; and

WHEREAS, on August 19, 2003, the City Council of the City of New
York (“City Council”) adopted Resolution No. 1004, Land Use No.
226-A (“Resolution No. 1004”), authorizing DOT, acting on behalf of
the City of New York (the “City”), to grant a non-exclusive franchise for
the occupation and use of the inalienable property of the City for the
installation and maintenance of NSs and the installation, operation,
and maintenance of BSSs, APTs, and PSSs (as defined in Resolution
No. 1004, and which, together with NSs, BSSs and APT's are referred to
herein as the “Coordinated Franchise Structures”); and

WHEREAS, DOT issued a Request For Proposal on March, 26, 2004
for a franchise to install, operate and maintain the Coordinated
Franchise Structures; and

WHEREAS, on June 26, 2006, Cemusa, Inc. and the City, acting by
and through its DOT, entered into the Franchise Agreement for the

Coordinated Street Furniture Franchise for the installation, operation,

America, Inc. (the “2015 Change in Control”), together with
certain other amendments, clarifications and provisions to the 2006

WHEREAS, on October 1, 2015, Cemusa NY, LLC and the City, acting by
and through its DOT, entered into an Amended and Restated Agreement
for the Coordinated Street Furniture Franchise (the “2015 Agreement”,
and together with this amendment, the “Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, on or about December 10, 2015, Cemusa NY, LL.C changed
its company name to JCDecaux Street Furniture New York, LLC (the
“Franchisee”); and

WHEREAS, on or about December 10, 2015, Cemusa, Inc. changed its
company name to JCDecaux Street Furniture, Inc.; and

WHEREAS, the Franchisee and the City wish to amend the 2015
Agreement to extend the term of the 2015 Agreement and to

Any extension granted, pursuant
to this resolution shall be subject to such other approvals as may be
required by law, such as the approval of the FCRC and the separate
and additional approval of the Mayor, and the registration of the
Agreement by the Comptroller.

SECOND, DOT will file with the City Council within fifteen (15) days
of approval by the Mayor, a copy of the Agreement.

Section 1-06 of Title 16 of the
Rules of the City of New York currently allows commercial
establishments generating less than 20 gallons of trade
waste within a seven day period to be exempt from the
requirements outlined in Section 16-116(a) and (b) of the
New York City Administrative Code. This has resulted in
some commercial establishments improperly placing out
their trade waste material at the curb for DSNY to collect,
or improperly placing such material in DSNY corner litter
baskets.

Anticipated Content: A proposed rule would require that

all commercial establishments, regardless of the quantity of
waste or recyclable material generated, must retain a private
carter to collect and remove trade waste generated at such
establishment for proper disposal.

Objectives: DSNY may amend section 1-06 of Title 16 of the
Rules of the City of New York to clarify that all commercial
establishments, regardless of the amount of waste generated,
must arrange with a private carter for removal of such waste
and recyclable material.

Pursuant to section 1042 of the Charter, the New York City
Department of Parks and Recreation (NYC Parks) sets forth below its
regulatory agenda for the City’s fiscal year of 2024:

DIVISION OF BUSINESS DEVELOPMENT AND SPECIAL
EVENTS

1. SUBJECT: Amend Rules relating to the permit application
timeline for Special Events Permits.

A. Reason: The proposed rule will better serve permit applicants
by providing the opportunity to submit permit applications
earlier in the year to allow for a longer lead time for planning
and executing successful events, while ensuring the permit
application process remains inclusive and equitable for all
event producers.

B. Anticipated contents: Update the opening date for the NYC
Parks Special Events permit portal from the First Monday in
November to the Tuesday following Labor Day in September.
The deadline to submit permits requests (before ‘first-
come, first serve’ rules are applied) would be updated from
December 1 to October 1.

C. Objectives: To move the application period earlier in the year
to allow more time to plan events.

D. Legal basis: Sections 389, 533(a)(9), and 1043 of the City
Charter

E. Types of individuals and entities likely to be affected: Park
users and entities planning and hosting Special Events.

F.  Other relevant laws: None.

G. Approximate schedule: Fourth quarter of 2023 and first
quarter of 2024.

2. SUBJECT: Establish standards for the distribution of
permits for multi-day special events at Flushing Meadows
Corona Park (“FMCP”)

A. Reason: The proposed rules will better serve permit
applicants regarding the size and duration of suitable events
in the Park while ensuring the protection of the Park’s
natural and landscaped environment, limiting negative
externalities such as illegal parking, as well as preserving
accessibility to other parts of the Park, including its cultural
institutions, NYC Parks concessions, and recreational
resources, by members of the public not attending the
planned events.

B. Anticipated contents: New guidelines relating to the
provision of Special Events Permits for FMCP. Introduce
criteria upon which to issue permits. Specifically: capping the
number of attendees, limiting the number of multi-day events
per year, capping the number of total days to three (3) days,
requiring a transit plan for events of a certain size, and
limiting the locations and dates for such events.

C. Objectives: Set forth guidelines for FMCP permit applicants
who expect 2,000 or more attendees per day at their multi-
day events. Require applicants seeking special event or
demonstration permits for events with anticipated
attendance over 2,000 to submit a transportation plan. Limit
the number of multi-day events to no more than two events
with over 2,000 attendees. Set maximum attendance at Park
events at 40,000 at any one time. Limit events based on time
of year and in coincidence with other major events (e.g. Mets
games and the U.S. Open).
