Approval of Minutes of Meeting of September 29, 2020 
 

The first item on the agenda was the approval of the minutes of the meeting of the 

Committee held on September 29, 2020.

 WHEREAS, the Governance Committee has reviewed the minutes of the previous 
meeting of the Governance Committee held on September 29, 2020; it is therefore 

 RESOLVED, that the minutes of the Governance Committee meeting of September 29, 
2020 are hereby approved. 
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Review and Approval of Policy on the Procurement of Goods and Services 
 

The second and final item on the agenda was the review and approval of the Policy on 

the Procurement of Goods and Services, a copy of which was in the materials provided to 

the Committee. Mr. Stern explained that Section 2824(e) of the Public Authorities Law of 

the State of New York requires the Corporation to periodically review the Corporation’s 

Policy on the Procurement of Goods and Services (the “Policy”), and recommend any 

amendments it deems reasonable and prudent. Mr. Stern noted that no changes were 

proposed to the Policy. There being no additional discussion, upon unanimous vote, the 

resolution was adopted. 

 WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 2824(e) of the Public Authorities Law of the State of 
New York, the Hudson Yards Infrastructure Corporation (the “Corporation”) is required to 
establish a policy on the procurement of goods and services; and 

 WHEREAS, the Corporation adopted Policy on the Procurement of Goods and Services 
(the “Policy”) on October 12, 2006 and amended it on April 24, 2009, September 22, 2010, 
September 27, 2012 and April 27, 2018; and  

 WHEREAS, the Governance Committee is required to periodically review the Policy; and 

 WHEREAS, the Governance Committee has reviewed the Policy and recommends no 
additional amendments; it is therefore 

RESOLVED, that the Governance Committee hereby approves the Policy with no 
additional amendments.
