2014 NEW YORK CITY BUILDING CODE  652a 
 

BUILDING CODE 
Insert between pages 652 and 653 of your bound volume of the NYC Building Code. 

 
Amend section 3304.3.3 to read as follows: 

 
3304.3.3 Notification to the Department of Environmental Protection. Whenever 

excavation or drilling soil or foundation work, for any purpose, is proposed to a depth greater 

than 50 feet (15 240 mm) in the borough of the Bronx or on or north of 135th Street in the 

borough of Manhattan, or greater than 100 feet (30 480 mm) is proposed in a block that has 

any part of its boundary falling within 500 feet (152 m) horizontal distance from the 

centerline of any water tunnel as measured at or near the surface (the “Corridor”), an 

approval and permit shall be obtained from the New York City Department of Environmental 

Protection. Thein the borough of Brooklyn, Queens, or Staten Island or south of 135th Street 

in the borough of Manhattan, the owner of the premises, engineer, architect or the contractor 

shall notify the New York City Department of Environmental Protection prior to 

commencement of any such activity in accordance with Section 24-367 of the Administrative 

Code and any rules promulgated thereunder. The issuance of any permit or approval by the 

department shall not relieve the applicant, owner, engineer, architect or contractor of the 

obligation to comply with any approvalnotification or permitting requirements of the New 

York City Department of Environmental Protection.
