WHAT THE JOB INVOLVES:

Investment Analysts, under general supervision, perform analytical work as a part of an investment or
operations teams in one or more specific asset classes or other critical investment support and oversight
areas to identify, review and evaluate prospective investment opportunities for the City Public Pension
Funds and to provide operational oversight and support. Specific asset classes include but are not limited
to: Private Equity, Fixed Income, Public Equity, Real Estate, Hedge Funds, Infrastructure, Alternative credit,
and Non-US equity. All Investment Analysts perform related work and in the absence of the immediate
supervisor, may perform duties of that position.

Special Working Conditions:

Investment Analysts may be required to work various shifts including nights, Saturdays, Sundays, and
holidays.

(This is a brief description of what you might do in this position and does not include all the duties of this
position.)

THE SALARY:

The current minimum salary is $45,428 per annum. This rate is subject to change. There are three
assignment levels within this class of positions. Appointments will generally be made to Assignment Level
|. After appointment, employees may be assigned to the higher assignment levels at the discretion of the
agency.

HOW TO QUALIFY:

You are responsible for determining whether or not you meet the education and experience requirements
for this examination prior to submitting your application. If you are found "Not Qualified," your application
fee will not be refunded and you may not receive a score.

You will not receive credit for education which you obtain after January 31, 2020 or experience which you
obtain after the end of the Application Period (January 28, 2020).

EDUCATION AND EXPERIENCE REQUIREMENTS:

1. A baccalaureate degree from an accredited college or university, including or supplemented by 24
semester credits in accounting, business administration, economics, finance, law, mathematics, and/or
statistics; and one of the following:

a. one year of satisfactory full-time experience in investment activities of a governmental agency,
financial institution, or brokerage firm; or

b. successful completion of one year of the Civil Service Pathways Fellowship program; or

2. A baccalaureate degree from an accredited college or university and two years of satisfactory full-time
experience in investment activities of a governmental agency, financial institution or brokerage firm.

The education requirement must be met by January 31, 2020. The experience requirement must be
met by the last day of the Application Period (January 28, 2020).

The Civil Service Pathways Fellowship program requirement must be met by the last day of the
Application Period (January 28, 2020).

The college or university must be accredited by regional, national, professional, or specialized agencies
recognized as accrediting bodies by the U.S. Secretary of Education and by the Council for Higher
Education Accreditation (CHEA).

If you were educated outside the United States, you must have your foreign education evaluated to
determine its equivalence to education obtained in the United States. This is required only if you need credit
for your foreign education in this examination.

Note: Investment activities may include analyzing prospective investment products and service providers;
reviewing comparable securities; reviewing attributes of securities, investment products and service
providers; preparing investment related materials; reporting on investment performance; analyzing market
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evaluations of securities, investment products and service providers; and performing related in-depth
research. General clerical experience is not acceptable.

During the Education and Experience Exam (EEE), you may answer questions about your experience. If
your experience was on a part-time basis working less than 35 hours per week, you will need to convert
your part-time experience to full-time experience using the formula below. Once you have determined
your full-time experience equivalent, use this amount to answer questions about your experience.

(number of hours worked per week/35) x (number of months worked)

For example, if you worked at a job for 21 hours per week for 12 months, you would make the following
calculation: 21/35 X 12 = 7.2 months.

You have until midnight Eastern time on the last day of the Application Period (January 28, 2020)
to clearly specify in detail all of your relevant education and experience and Final Submit your
Education and Experience Exam in the Online Application System (OASys). Once you Final Submit
your Education and Experience Exam in OASys, you will not be permitted to submit new or
additional information on your Education and Experience Exam online.

A unique
and valid email address is required to apply online. Several internet service providers, including but not
limited to Google, Yahoo!, AOL, Outlook.com, and Mail.com offer free email addresses. All new OASys
accounts require verification before a candidate can apply to ensure the accuracy of candidate
information. Verification is instantaneous for most accounts and you will receive a confirmation
email with instructions to activate your account. For any account creation issues, you will receive
onscreen prompts to contact DCAS. This review may require up to two (2) business days to be
reviewed and resolved. Please keep this information and the application period deadline in mind
when creating your account.

The following methods of payment are acceptable: major credit card, bank card associated with a bank
account, or a prepaid debit card with a credit card logo which you may purchase online or at various retail
outlets. If you are receiving or participating in certain forms of public assistance/benefits/programs, or are
a veteran, you may qualify to have the application fee waived.

2. Education and Experience Exam: Follow the instructions displayed onscreen to answer the
questions. You will have until midnight Eastern time on the last day of the Application Period (January
28, 2020) to clearly specify in detail all of your relevant education and experience and Final submit
your Education and Experience Exam in the Online Application System (OASys). If you do not Final
Submit your Education and Experience Exam in OASys by midnight Eastern time on the last day
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of the Application Period (January 28, 2020), your examination will be considered incomplete, you
will not be entitled to the appeals process, you will not receive a score, you will not be invited to
subsequent portions of this examination (if applicable), and your application fee will not be refunded.

You must have one of these services submit its evaluation of your foreign education directly to the
Department of Citywide Administrative Services no later than eight weeks from the last day of the
Application Period (January 28, 2020).

THE TEST:

Your score will be determined by an education and experience exam. You will receive a score of 70 points
for meeting the education and experience requirements listed above. After these requirements are met,
you will receive additional credit up to a maximum of 100 points on the following basis:

THE TEST RESULTS:

If you pass the education and experience exam , your name will be placed in final score order on an eligible
list, you will be given a list number and you will be notified by mail of your test results. The eligible list
determines the order by which candidates will be considered for appointment. If you meet all requirements
and conditions, you will be considered for appointment if your name is reached on the eligible list. Once a
list has been established, it will typically remain active for four years. To learn more about the civil service
system go to: https://www1.nyc.gov/site/dcas/employment/civil-service-system.page.
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ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:

Selective Certification for Experience in Microsoft Excel (EXL): If you have at least two (2) years of
satisfactory, full-time experience using Microsoft Excel, you may be considered for appointment to positions
requiring this experience through a process called Selective Certification. If you qualify for Selective
Certification, you may be given preferred consideration for positions requiring this experience. If you wish
to apply for this Selective Certification, follow the onscreen instructions when completing the Education
and Experience Exam to indicate your interest in such Selective Certification and Final Submit it in the
Online Application System (OASys). Your experience will be checked by the appointing agency at the time
of appointment. This requirement may be met at any time during the duration of the list. If you meet the
Selective Certification requirement at some future date, please submit a request by mail to: DCAS Bureau
of Examinations - Exam Development Group, 1 Centre Street, 14th Floor, New York, NY 10007. Please
include the examination title and number, your social security number, and "EXL" on your correspondence.
