WHAT THE JOB INVOLVES:

Transportation Specialists, under general supervision, in the field or in the office, carry out and supervise
staff  conducting  professional  transportation  and  traffic  projects,  studies,  and  investigations.  All
Transportation Specialists perform related work.
Special Working Conditions: 
Transportation Specialists may be required to work various shifts including nights, Saturdays, Sundays, and
holidays.

Some  of  the  physical  activities  performed  by  Transportation Specialists  and  environmental  conditions
experienced are: walking to and from inspection sites and during the course of inspections; climbing and
descending stairs to get to areas to be inspected; standing for extended periods of time; bending and
stooping during inspections; carrying clipboard and required forms; working in areas that may be damp,
dark, dusty, smoky or acrid; and working outdoors in all kinds of weather.
(This is a brief description of what you might do in this position and does not include all the duties of this
position.)

THE SALARY:

The  current  minimum salary  is  $57,078  per  annum.  This  rate  is  subject  to  change.  There  are  three
assignment levels within this class of positions. Appointments will generally be made to Assignment Level I.
After  appointment,  employees  may be  assigned  to  a  higher  assignment  level  at  the  discretion  of  the
agency.

HOW TO QUALIFY:
You are responsible for determining whether or not you meet the education and experience requirements
for this examination prior to submitting your application. If you are found "Not Qualified," your application
fee will not be refunded and you will not receive a score.
EDUCATION AND EXPERIENCE REQUIREMENTS: 

1. A  master's  degree  in  transportation  planning,  transportation  engineering,  mathematics,  urban
planning, architecture, landscape architecture, urban studies, or related physical and social science
fields; or

2. A baccalaureate degree in engineering from an accredited college or university and one year of full-
time satisfactory experience performing technical work on roadway transportation and traffic studies
and area-wide traffic programs; or

3. A  baccalaureate  degree  from  an  accredited  college  or  university  and  two  years  of  full-time
satisfactory experience as described in "2" above; or

4. An associate degree or completion of 60 semester credits from an accredited college or university
and four years of full-time satisfactory experience as described in "2" above; or

5. A four-year high school diploma or its educational equivalent and six years of full-time satisfactory
experience as described in "2" above.

The education requirement must be met by January 31, 2023. The experience requirement must be 
met by September 27, 2022.
SPECIAL NOTE:
For assignment to Assignment Level II, in addition to meeting the minimum Qualification Requirements 
above, the candidate must have an additional year of experience as described in "Education and 
Experience Requirements" listed under "2" above.

The Notice of Examination is amended to extend the application period from September 27, 
2022 to October 11, 2022. Candidates who previously applied do not need to apply again.



For assignment to Assignment Level III, in addition to meeting the minimum Qualification Requirements 
above, the candidate must have an additional two years of experience as described in "Education and 
Experience Requirements" listed under "2" above.
The  high  school  diploma or  its  educational  equivalent  must  be  approved  by  a  State's  Department  of 
Education  or  a  recognized  accrediting  organization.  The  college  or  university  must  be  accredited  by 
regional,  national,  professional,  or  specialized  agencies  recognized  as  accrediting  bodies  by  the  U.S. 
Secretary of Education and by the Council for Higher Education Accreditation (CHEA).
If  you  were  educated  outside  the  United  States,  you  must  have  your  foreign  education  evaluated  to 
determine its equivalence to education obtained in the United States. This is required only if you need credit 
for your foreign education in this examination. For more information, see the Foreign Education Evaluation 
Guide in the Required Information section.
During the Education and Experience Exam (EEE), you may answer questions about your experience. If 
your experience was on a part-time basis working less than 35 hours per week, you will need to convert 
your part-time experience to full-time experience using the formula below.

Residency Requirement Advisory:
Under New York City Administrative Code Section 12-120, you might need to be a resident of the City of 
New York within 90 days of the date you are appointed to this position. Since residency requirements vary 
by title, appointing agency, and length of service, consult the appointing agency’s personnel office at the 
time of the appointment interview to find out if City residency is required.

Follow  the  onscreen  application  instructions  for
electronically submitting your application and payment and completing any required information. A unique
and valid email address is required to apply online. Several internet service providers, including but not
limited to Google, Yahoo!, AOL, Outlook.com, and Mail.com offer free email addresses. All new OASys
accounts require verification before a candidate can apply to ensure the accuracy of candidate
information. Verification is instantaneous for most accounts and you will  receive a confirmation
email with instructions to activate your account. For any account creation issues, you will receive
onscreen prompts to contact DCAS. This review may require up to two (2) business days to be
reviewed and resolved. Please keep this information and the application period deadline in mind
when creating your account. The following methods of payment are acceptable: major credit card,
bank card associated with a bank account, or a prepaid debit card with a credit card logo which you
may purchase online or at various retail outlets.
If you are receiving or participating in certain forms of public assistance/benefits/programs, or are a veteran,
you may qualify to have the application fee waived.

If you do not Final Submit your Education and Experience Exam in OASys by midnight Eastern time
on the last day of the Application Period (October 11, 2022), your examination will be considered
incomplete, you will not receive a score, you will not be invited to subsequent portions of this
examination (if applicable), and your application fee will not be refunded.

3. Foreign Education Evaluation Guide (Required only if you need credit for your foreign
education in this examination): If you were educated outside the United States, you must have
your foreign education evaluated to determine its equivalence to education obtained in the United
States.

THE TEST RESULTS:
If you pass the Education and Experience Exam, your name will be placed in final score order on an eligible
list, you will be given a list number and you will be notified by email of your test results. The eligible list
determines the order by which candidates will be considered for appointment. If you meet all requirements
and conditions, you will be considered for appointment if your name is reached on the eligible list. Once a
list has been established, it will typically remain active for four years. To learn more about the civil service
system go to: https://www1.nyc.gov/site/dcas/employment/civil-service-system.page. 

If you believe that your test part was rated incorrectly, you may submit an appeal of your score to DCAS,
Committee on Manifest Errors, through the Online Application System (OASys). Your appeal must give
specific reasons why your score should be higher. Your appeal may result in a higher or lower rating.
