WHAT THE JOB INVOLVES:

Welders, under supervision, do acetylene burning, electric arc and oxy-acetylene welding in all positions on
both light and heavy material so as to maintain the proper size, contour, fusion, penetration and strength of
welds  and  to  prevent  undercut,  overlap  and  slag  inclusions  in  welds;  read  and  work  from blueprints,
sketches and working drawings; properly use the various types of welding rods and machines, such as mig,
tig, bore welding machines, servo graft burning machines, etc.; pre-heat and clean metals; lay out, cut and
fit  materials  for  welding;  perform  air  arc  plasma  cutting  and  carbon  air  arc  cutting;  weld  machinery,
equipment,  structures  and  bridges;  use  special  hand  and  power  tools;  and  braze  various  non-ferrous
metals; brush and grind welds; perform basic rigging as required; and may operate motor vehicles and
equipment in the performance of assigned duties. All Welders perform related work.
Special Working Conditions: 
Welders may be required to work various shifts including nights, Saturdays, Sundays, and holidays.
Some of  the  physical  activities  performed  by  Welders  and  environmental  conditions  experienced  are:
working in a non-temperature controlled environment; working on elevated platforms; transporting heavy
machinary and equipment; carrying heavy tool boxes; standing upright for extended periods of time while
using tools and equipment; communicating orally in a noisy working environment; using vision and hearing
to avoid injury from overhead piping when working around structures and taking measurements; walking
over wet and slippery concrete surfaces; wearing appropriate protective gear when required; working in
areas that are dusty, noisy, containing traces of vehicle exhaust gases, and/or strong odors from grease,
lubricants, solvents, paint and in the vicinity of hazardous, flammable materials, and solvents; lifting metal
objects weighing up to 60 pounds; and working outdoors in all kinds of weather.
(This is a brief description of what you might do in this position and does not include all the duties of this
position.)

THE SALARY:
The current minimum salary is $68.50 per hour for a 40-hour work week. This rate is subject to change.

ELIGIBILITY TO TAKE EXAMINATION:
This examination is open to each employee of an agency under the jurisdiction of the Commissioner of the
Department of Citywide Administrative Services who on the last day of the application period:
(1) holds a permanent (not provisional) competitive appointment or appears on a Preferred List (see Note,
below) for the title of Auto Body Worker; and
(2) is not otherwise ineligible.
(Note: A "Preferred List" is a civil service list which is only for certain former permanent incumbents of the
eligible title who have rehiring rights.)
This examination is also open to employees who were appointed to the eligible title pursuant to New York
State Civil Service Law, section 55-a, and who meet all other eligibility requirements.
If you do not know if you are eligible, check with your agency's personnel office. You are responsible for
determining whether or not you meet the eligibility requirements for this examination prior to submitting your
application.  If you are marked Not Eligible to participate in this examination, your application fee will not be
refunded.

ELIGIBILITY TO BE PROMOTED:
In order to be eligible for promotion, you must have completed your probationary period in the eligible title
as indicated in the above "Eligibility To Take Examination" section, and you must be permanently employed
in the eligible title or your name must appear on a Preferred List for the eligible title at the time of promotion.

REQUIREMENT(S) TO BE PROMOTED:
License Requirement: At the time of promotion, you must possess a valid Welder's License issued by the
New  York City  Department  of  Buildings.  This  license  must  be  maintained  for  the  duration  of  your
employment.
Certificate of Fitness Type G60: Torch Use of Flammable Gases: At the time of promotion, you must
possess a Certificate of Fitness Type G60 Torch Use of Flammable Gases, issued by the New York City
Fire Department. This Certificate of Fitness must be maintained for the duration of your employment.
Class  C  Commercial  Driver  License: For  promotion  to  certain  positions,  possession  of  a  Class  C
Commercial Driver License valid in the State of New York may be required. There may be certain age
requirements to obtain this license. This license must be maintained for the duration of your employment.
All candidates shall be required to obtain and maintain any licenses, certifications or endorsements that the
Agency deems necessary to perform the duties of the position.
Drug Screening Requirement: You must pass a drug screening in order to be promoted.

HOW TO APPLY:
If you believe you are eligible to take this examination, apply using the Online Application System (OASys)
at www.nyc.gov/examsforjobs. Follow the onscreen application instructions for electronically submitting your
application,  payment,  and  completing  any  required  information.  A unique  and  valid  email  address  is
required to apply online. Several internet service providers, including but not limited to Google, Yahoo!,
AOL,  Outlook.com,  and  Mail.com  offer  free  email  addresses.  All  new  OASys  accounts  require
verification  before  a  candidate  can  apply  to  ensure  the  accuracy  of  candidate  information.
Verification is  instantaneous for  most  accounts  and you will  receive  a  confirmation email  with
instructions to activate your account. For any account creation issues, you will receive onscreen
prompts to contact DCAS. This review may require up to two (2) business days to be reviewed and
resolved. Please keep this information and the application period deadline in mind when creating
your account.
The following methods of payment are acceptable: major credit card, bank card associated with a bank
account, or a prepaid debit card with a credit card logo which you may purchase online or at various retail
outlets. If you are receiving or participating in certain forms of public assistance/benefits/programs, or are a
veteran, you may qualify to have the application fee waived.

You will have until midnight Eastern time on the last day of the Application Period (October 24, 2023) to
clearly specify in detail all of your relevant license and experience on your Education and Experience Exam
and submit it in the Online Application System (OASys).

If you do not Final Submit your Education and Experience Exam in OASys by midnight Eastern time on the
last day of the Application Period (October 24, 2023), your examination will be considered incomplete, you
will not receive a score, you will not be invited to subsequent portions of this examination (if applicable), and
your application fee will not be refunded.
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THE TEST:
You will be given an Education and Experience Exam. Your score on this test will be used to determine your
place on an eligible list. On the Education and Experience Exam, you will receive a score of 70 points for
meeting  the  eligibility  requirements  listed  above.  After  these  requirements  are  met,  you  will  receive
additional credit up to a maximum of 100 points on the following basis:

During the Education and Experience Exam (EEE), you may answer questions about your experience. If
your experience was on a part-time basis working less than 35 hours per week, you will need to convert
your part-time experience to full-time experience using the formula below. Once you have determined your
full-time experience equivalent, use this amount to answer questions about your experience.
(number of hours worked per week/35) x (number of months worked)
For example, if you worked at a job for 21 hours per week for 12 months, you would make the following
calculation: 21/35 x 12 = 7.2 months.
You will receive a maximum of one year of experience credit for each year you worked. Each year of
experience will be credited under only one category.
You have until midnight Eastern time on the last day of the Application Period (October 24, 2023) to
clearly  specify  in  detail  all  of  your  relevant  education  and  experience  and  Final  Submit  your
Education and Experience Exam in the Online Application System (OASys). Once you Final Submit
your  Education  and  Experience  Exam  in  OASys,  you  will  not  be  permitted  to  submit  new  or
additional information on your Education and Experience Exam online.
You must clearly specify in detail all of your relevant education and experience on your Education
and Experience Exam and submit it by the end of the Application Period. You will not receive credit
for experience which you obtain after the end of the Application Period.
If you do not Final Submit your Education and Experience Exam in OASys by midnight Eastern time
on the last day of the Application Period (October 24, 2023), your examination will be considered
incomplete, you will  not receive a score, you will  not be invited to subsequent portions of this
examination (if applicable), and your application fee will not be refunded.

THE TEST RESULTS:
If you pass the Education and Experience Exam and are marked eligible, your name will be placed in final
score order on an eligible list, you will be given a list number, and you will be notified by email of your test
results. The eligible list determines the order by which candidates will be considered for promotion. If you
meet all requirements and conditions, you will be considered for promotion if your name is reached on the
eligible list. Once a list has been established, it will typically remain active for four years. To learn more
about the civil service system go to: https://www1.nyc.gov/site/dcas/employment/civil-service-system.page.
If you believe that your test part was rated incorrectly, you may submit an appeal of your score to DCAS,
Committee on Manifest Errors, through the Online Application System (OASys). Your appeal must give
specific reasons why your score should be higher. Your appeal may result in a higher or lower rating.
