WHAT THE JOB INVOLVES: Inspectors (Boilers), under general supervision, perform technical work in inspecting
the condition, design, operation and installation of steam boilers and other pressure vessels for conformity with
pertinent laws and regulations, and to insure safe operation; perform related work.

Some of the physical activities performed by Inspector (Boilers) and environmental conditions experienced are:

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THE TEST: Your score will be determined by the education and experience test. You will receive a score of 70 points
for meeting the license requirements listed above. After these requirements are met, you will receive credit up to a
maximum of 100 points on the following basis:

For full-time experience inspecting, testing, designing, and/or in the operation, maintenance or repair of
steam boilers and other pressure vessels, you will receive an additional:

(A) 15 points for at least one year but less than three years of experience; or
(B) 30 points for three or more years of experience.

You will receive a maximum of one year of experience credit for each year you worked. If you have any of the above
experience on a part-time basis, it will be credited according to the equivalent percent of full-time experience.

Education and experience must be obtained by the last day of the application period.

THE TEST RESULTS: If you pass the license test, your name will be placed in score order on an eligible list and you
will be given a list number. You will be notified by mail of your test results. If you meet all requirements and
conditions, you will be considered for appointment when your name is reached on the eligible list.

If you
are appointed through this Selective Certification, you must maintain your Special Patrolman status for the duration
of your employment.
