THE TEST DATE:  Multiple-choice test expected to be held on June 14, 2003.

WHAT THE JOB INVOLVES: Asociate Railroad Signd Specidists design railroad signds or inspect the installation
of railroad signa systems and related eectricd plant, machinery or apparatus, and supervise the preparation of
plans and specifications for new signal equipment and for signa systems and equipment being repaired or dtered;
and perform related work.

Some of the physical ectivities performed and environmenta conditions experienced by Associate Railroad Signd
Specidigs are: working on or near tracks having live 600-volt contact rails, walking dong tracksin dimly lit arees,
watching and listening for moving trains, climbing and descending ladders;, and differentiating

colors of flagging signds, signd aspects and coding used on signal equi pment.

THE SALARY: The current minimum saary is $51,845 per annum. This rate is subject to change. There are three
assignment levels within this class of positions. Employees may be assigned to the higher level at the discretion
of the employer.

HOW TO APPLY: If you bdieve you are digible to take this examination, refer to the "Required Form™ section below
for the form that you must fill out. Return the completed form and the application fee to DCAS Applications
Section, 1 Centre Street, 14th floor, New York, NY 10007 by mail only. Applications will not be accepted in
person.

ELIGIBILITY TO TAKE EXAMINATION: This examination is open to each employee of the New York City
Trangt Authority who on the date of the multiple-choice test:

1 is permanently (not provisionally) employed in or appears on a Preferred List (see Note, below)
for the title of Assistant Railroad Signad Specidist or Assistant Electrica Engineer; and

2. is not otherwise indigible.

(Note: A "Preferred List" isacivil sarvicelist which isonly for certain former permanent incumbents of the digible
title who have rehiring rights.)

Pursuant to Rule 5.3.3 (b) of the Personnel Rules and Regulations of the City of New York, for the purposes of
this examination only, admission is extended on a collateral basis to employees in the title of Assistant Electrica
Engineer.

If you do not know your permanent title or whether you are on a Preferred List, check with your agency’s
personnel office. If you are marked “not digible’, your application fee will not be refunded and your test paper
will not be rated.

You may be given the test before areview of your digibility.

ELIGIBILITY TO BE PROMOTED: In order to be €digible for promotion, you must have completed your
probationary period in one of the digible titles as indicated in the above "Hligibility To Take Examination” section,
and you must be permanently employed in an digible title or your name must appear on a Preferred List for an
digible title a the time of promotion.

Application for Examination: Make sure that you follow al ingtructions included with your application form,
including payment of fee. Save a copy of the ingtructions for future reference.

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THE TEST: You will be given a multiple-choice test. A score of at least 70% is required to pass this test. Your
score on this test will determine 85% of your fina score. Your seniority will determine the remaining 15%. You
must pass the multiple-choice test to have your seniority credited. Y our seniority score will be 70 plus %2 point for
each three months of completed, permanent, continuous service with an agency under the jurisdiction of the
Commissioner, Department of Citywide Administrative Services, in competitive class titles. Your service will be
credited through the date of the test, up to a maximum of 15 years. Time served prior to a break in service of
more than one year will not be credited.

The multiple-choice test may include questions on the design, ingtdlation, repair and modification of railroad signd

systems; New York City Transt Authority rules, regulations and operating procedures, safety on the tracks, and
other related areas.

ADMISSION CARD: You should receive an Admission Card in the mail about 10 days before the date of the test.
If you do not receive an Admission Card at least 4 days before the test date, you must go to the Examining Service
Section, 1 Centre Street, 14th floor, Manhattan, to obtain a duplicate card.

THE TEST RESULTS: If you pass the multiple-choice test and are marked digible, your name will be placed in find
score order on an digible list and you will be given alis number. Y ou will be notified by mail of your test results.
If you meset dl requirements and conditions, you will be considered for gppointment when your name is reached
onthedigiblelid.

SPECIAL ARRANGEMENTS!

Late Filing: Consult your agency's personnel office to determine the procedure for filing a late gpplication if
you mest one or more of the following conditions:

1 You are absent from work for at least one-half of the application period and cannot apply for
reasons such as vacation, sick leave or military duty; or

2. You are gppointed to an dighble title after the above gpplication period but on or before the date
of the multiple-choice test.

Special Test Accommodations: If you plan to request special testing accommodations due to disability or an
dternate test date due to your rdigious belief, folow the instructions included with the "Application for
Examination."

Make-up Test: You may apply for a make-up test if you cannot take the test on the regular test date for any
of the following reasons:

1 compulsory attendance before a public body;
2 on-the-job injury or illness caused by municipa employment;

3 absence for one week following the death of a spouse, domestic partner, parent, sibling, child or
child of a domedtic partner;

4 absence due to ordered military duty; or

5. a dear error for which the Department of Citywide Administrative Services or the examining
agency isresponsible.

To request a make-up test, contact the Examining Service Section, 1 Centre Street, 14th floor, New York, NY
10007, in person or by certified mal as soon as possble and provide documentation of the special circumstances.
