- Get a certified copy of the fraudulent document from the City Register’s Office.

- Consult an attorney to confirm your ownership of the property.

The following applications were brought before the Board by applicant Michio Sanga:
Application #274-15-BZ, 144-29 South Road (Tuskegee Airmen Way), property is situated
at the northwest corner of South Road and Inwood Street, intersection, Block #10045, Lot #18.
Application is for new construction of a two-story, two-family residence with 2,034 square
footage of development.

Application #273-15-BZ submitted by Michio Sanga, 110-43 160 Street, the property is situated
on the east side of 160™ Street, 157 ft. north of the corner formed by the intersection of 111"
Ave and 160" Street, Block #12164, Lot # 4. Application is for new construction of two-story,
two-family residence with 2,201 square footage of development.

l. ADOPTION OF MINUTES: Motion to adopt the December 14, 2016 minutes was made
by Bishop Melvin Artis, seconded by Glenn Greenidge, the motion passed.

Il. COMMITTEE REPORTS
Economic Development Committee: Represented by Glenn Greenidge, Chairperson
The committee discussed the upcoming Economic Development Summit planned
for the March/April time frame. The committee also discussed proposed deliverable
outcomes of the Summit:
- Present the leveraging power of CDFIs/Credit Unions in Southeast Queens
- Introduction of NMTC as a financing option for local development
- Show how REITs can be used to fund community reinvestment projects
- MWABEs using these financing options to access capital

The committee distinguished who the target audience would be:
- MWBEs
- Entrepreneurs
- People thinking about starting a business
- Established Businesses wanting to move to the next level



Blocks United Subcommittee: Represented by Reverend Edward McKay, Chairperson
Guest speaker Joan Flowers, Community Board 12, Education Chairperson. Ms.

Flowers gave an Education Committee update and discussed the Federal

Government (Federal DOE) versus the State being responsible for getting education
funds. The State has not been giving the City Schools what they need. Ms. Flowers
stated that NYC won the case against NYS and the State owes over a billion dollars to the
NYC DOE. Ms. Flowers stated CB 12 covers school districts 27, 28 & 29. The Education
Committee has adopted August Martin High School to help it succeed.

Transportation Committee: Represented by Michele Keller, Chairperson

The committee’s Vision Zero Priority includes multiple agencies’ efforts to reduce
traffic fatalities in NYC. Borough Action Plans were released in 2015 for each
borough. In Queens, Jamaica Avenue from 168th Street to Francis Lewis

Boulevard has been targeted as a priority corridor due to the number of school
children that have access to this area. The selected intersections are Woodhull
Avenue from 190th Street to Jamaica Avenue. The Q110, Q30, Q31, Q54, and Q56
buses travel through this corridor enabling commuters to transfer to the Q2 and Q3.
DOT has evaluated that there are long crossing distances for pedestrians, especially
for children and seniors. The existing median does not extend into the crosswalk
causing hazardous a condition. The new proposal has shown to decrease pedestrian
crashes by 46% and reduce vehicle accidents by 39%.

Education Committee: Represented by Joan Flowers, Chairperson
The committee spoke about their goals for 2017:

e  We will invite at least one of the Superintendents of each District to attend a
meeting so that we can determine the overall needs of the District they represent.
We would also like to have one of them attend a general meeting so they can
address the community;

e We want to look into the possibility of having parent meetings, at least once per
month, by a conference call in number. We will also collaborate with lan Harris,
Communications Chair, as to the possibility of setting up a ‘Facebook Live’ page;

e  The Committee is planning a ‘Parenting Skills’ forum, this will include the parent’s
responsibility to the school his or her child attends;

e A member of our Committee has grant writing skills, which we hope to use after we
have conversation with either the Superintendent or a Principal, so as to take
advantage of any grants that are available for the furtherance of educating our
children;

e  We now have a comprehensive list of all the schools in the CB 12 catchment area.
This is important to us so that we can now assign a Committee Member to each
school, so that they can be in touch with each Principal, in an effort to see the
progress they are making or to catch any problem before it balloons into a crisis, and
then be able to report to the community at large.

Land Use Committee: Represented by Glenn Greenidge, Chairperson

Michio Sanga, Applicant for application 273-15-BZ 110-43 160™ St, (110-43 160 Street,
Block #12164, Lot # 4) and 274-15-BZ (144-29 South Road, Block #10045, Lot # 18).
Application requests a side yard variance to build a two story two family structure on
properties that do not have the required land lot size.

Recommendation: Land Use committee does not approve of the request for a side yard



variance for both Application #274-15-BZ & Application 273-15-BZ. We feel the quality of
life for the neighbors would be severely negatively impacted.
