* Chairperson Hill requested to Senator Schumer; that the St. Albans VA site to be used as a
hospital for our Queens and Nassau County vets; so they do not have to travel to Manhattan
and Brooklyn to get hospitalized for medical care. Queens has the most Veterans in the NYC,
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opening the VA site as a hospital again would help the community in case of any emergencies
because the local residents would be able to go there. NY Presbyterian Hospital and Northwell
has expressed interest in expanding their services to the community.

Many of the schools were already struggling to improve student outcome, in the land of COVID
-19 medical pandemic and the national racial pandemic, what additional resources will be made
available to schools in the general community to assure that our children have a level playing
field for academic success?

| tried to fight the group homes in the Community, the State said the Community was not
oversaturated; this is not true. Community Board 12 is one of the most saturated community
in New York City.

Local business owners need grants or low interest loans, which help them fix their buildings in
the CB 12 area. There are a lot of buildings with owners that cannot afford to fix their buildings.
They should be able to use their building for collateral, but they should be able to get a loan or
grant even though their credit score is not good.

NYC Department of Transportation is working on the Van Wyck Expressway; we notice there
was only 1 person of color on a team of 16 NYS employees which gave a presentation of what
will take place on the Van Wyck. We need some type of program to promote black engineers,
we need NYS to hire people of color especially if they are working in our community.

When there are concerns about the homelessness, it is about the illegal activities that may come
along with it.  The Precinct can still enforce the illegal activities going on in the park with the
homelessness; violence has increased citywide; especially in the Jamaica area. Resources were
deployed to other areas where there were shootings and shot fired; but we can revisit the area
on 150%™ Street by the park.

My Community Affair Officer Jermaine Washington will pair up with the homeless facilities to
express our concerns, along with you. Hopefully, they can help us out with deterring some of
the things that are occurring.

State Senator Schumer

* There is a program called EIDL, it gives low interest loans and grants; we have directed $60
Billion of this EIDL to go to minority communities; the banks often discriminate against minority
communities.

* |lwould like to a do a trillion dollar infrastructure program, this will create new construction jobs
and we have two different angles; train a high percentage of people of color, and second at least
25% of the construction companies should be minority owned businesses.
