Most serious cycling injuries (89%) 
occur at intersections.

Unless there is a bike signal or sign, 
cross the intersection when the 
pedestrian signal shows “the walk”.

That’s where people 
expect to see you.

Ride in the direction of traffic

hear you coming. Nobody likes 
to be startled!
